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WAC 260-08-005 Horse racing commission—Com-
position—Duties. The horse racing commission, composed
of three members appointed by the governor, is responsible
for licensing, regulating and supervising all horse racing
meets in the state where the parimutuel system is used. The
commission also approves and regulates satellite locations
and simulcasting, and licenses and regulates advance deposit
wagering. The commission functions through periodic public
meetings and where required, conducts hearings in accor-
dance with this chapter. Various commission employees,
where required, assist the commission with the statutory
duties and the enforcement of chapters 260-12 through 260-
84 WAC.

WAC 260-08-595 Role of the executive secretary. The
horse racing commission will appoint an executive secretary
who will act as the chief operating officer for the agency. As
chief operating officer, the executive secretary will supervise
and administer the activities of the commission staff. In addi-
tion, the executive secretary will:

(1) Implement the policies and procedures, and enforce
the rules of the commission.

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(2) Oversee the administrative details and day-to-day
operation of the agency, including the achievement of perfor-
mance goals and objectives established by the commission
and administer the agency's budget.

(3) Act as the appointing authority for agency staff,
including the authority to hire, promote, assign work, deter-
mine duty stations, evaluate, take corrective action, and,
where appropriate terminate staff.

(4) Make an initial agency determination of a violation
of the rules in this title except during the live race meet where
the rule provides that the board of stewards makes the initial
agency determination. In the absence of the board of stew-
ards, the executive secretary has the authority to make an ini-
tial agency determination.

(a) If an applicant or licensee disagrees with the decision
of the executive secretary, he or she may challenge the deci-
sion by requesting a hearing before the commission as pro-
vided in WAC 260-08-675.

(b) The executive secretary may refer any matter directly
to the commission for hearing on violations of chapters 67.16
and 67.17 RCW or of rules in this title or to enforce compli-
ance with a penalty.

(5) Enter into contracts and agreements on behalf of the
commission; and

(6) Exercise such other management oversight, decision-
making and administrative action necessary to achieve
agency mission and goals.

WAC 260-08-597 Funding to assist the equine indus-
try. (1) If the commission determines that there are additional
funds in its operating account beyond what is needed to fund
the continued operations of the commission, the commission
may designate up to three hundred thousand dollars of those
funds to be used to assist the equine industry. Funds used to
assist the equine industry may only be used to help develop
the equine industry, maintain or upgrade racing facilities, or
assist equine health research. In deciding how to allocate the
funds available, the commission will give first consideration
to uses that assist the Class C race meets and equine health
research. The commission will establish a process for indi-
viduals or organizations to request funds.

(2) Available funds may be allocated to fund requests
from individuals or organizations, or programs the commis-
sion determines support the purposes specified in subsection
(1) of this section.

(3) The commission has discretion to determine the
amount of funding available, identify the programs for which
funding will be provided, the amount of funding for each pro-
gram, and the procedures for distributing funds.

WAC 260-08-675 Hearing before the commission.
Any person against whom a ruling is made by the stewards or
the executive secretary may request a hearing before the com-
mission to challenge the ruling. However, a decision by the
stewards concerning the disqualification or nondisqualifica-
tion of a horse due to a foul or riding infraction during the
running of a race is final and will not be reviewed by the com-
mission.

(1) Requests for a hearing before the commission must
be filed with an office of the commission within seven days
of service of the stewards' or executive secretary's ruling,
with the exception of riding violations.

(2) The request must include: The name, address, tele-
phone number and the signature of the person making the
request and a statement of the basis for the challenge to the
ruling.

(3) The commission will conduct an adjudicative pro-
ceeding according to the provisions of chapter 34.05 RCW,
Administrative Procedure Act, and chapter 260-08 WAC,
Practice and procedure.

(4) Any person requesting a hearing before the commis-
sion will be heard in person or by counsel. A person appear-
ing before the commission may submit his or her case
entirely in writing, provided this is specified at the time of the
filing of the request for hearing with the commission and this
procedure is given written approval by the commission.

(5) All communications to the commission with respect
to a stewards' or executive secretary's ruling must be in writ-
ing, and all papers filed with the commission shall be the
property of the commission.

WAC 260-08-677 Exhaustion of administrative rem-
edies. A person may file a petition for judicial review only
after exhausting all administrative remedies available within

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the commission, pursuant to RCW 34.05.534. Administrative
remedies at the WHRC consist of commission hearings.

The court may relieve a petitioner of the requirements to
exhaust any or all administrative remedies upon a showing
that:

(1) The remedies would be patently inadequate;

(2) The exhaustion would be futile; or

(3) The grave irreparable harm that would result from
having to exhaust administrative remedies would clearly out-
weigh the public policy requiring exhaustion of administra-
tive remedies.
