
WAC 137-52-020  Conditions.  (1) An escorted leave shall be au-
thorized only for trips within the boundaries of the state of Washing-
ton.

(2) The duration of an escorted leave to the bedside of a seri-
ously ill member of the inmate's immediate family or attendance at a 
funeral shall not exceed forty-eight hours unless otherwise approved 
by the superintendent.

(3) The duration of escorted leaves granted for reasons other 
than those mentioned in WAC 137-52-015(2) shall not exceed the normal 
work day (eight hours) with the exception of extended medical treat-
ment requiring placement at a local hospital.

(4) The inmate shall be in the visual or auditory contact of an 
approved correctional staff member at all times and shall be consid-
ered under the custody of the superintendent.

(5) The inmate shall be housed in a city or county jail or state 
institution at all times when not in transit or actually engaged in 
the activity for which the escorted leave was granted.

(6) An agreement for reimbursement for expenses not to be paid by 
the state and escort arrangements must be established in advance of 
the requested date of escorted leave.

(7) County and city law enforcement agencies with jurisdiction in 
the area of the inmate's destination shall be notified by the superin-
tendent before allowing any escorted leave of absence under RCW 
72.01.375.
