(2) Two thousand hours of chemical dependency counseling for in-
dividuals who have a baccalaureate degree in human services or a rela-
ted field from an approved school; or

(3) One thousand five hundred hours of chemical dependency coun-
seling for individuals who possess a master or doctoral degree in hu-
man services or a related field from an approved school; or

(4) One thousand hours of chemical dependency counseling for in-
dividuals who are credentialed according to WAC 246-811-076. The expe-
rience must be supervised by an approved supervisor meeting the re-
quirements under WAC 246-811-049(8).
