WAC 246-812-125 Denturist licensure—Endorsement. (1) For the
purposes of endorsement as provided in RCW 18.30.090 (1) (a) licensing
standards are determined to be substantially equivalent that meet the
following criteria:

(a) A written examination which includes:

) Testing in the areas of:

) Oral pathology;

) Head and oral anatomy and physiology; and

) Dental laboratory technology;

i) Testing in four of the following test categories:
) Partial denture construction and design;

) Microbiology;

) Clinical dental technology;

) Clinical jurisprudence;

) Asepsis;

) Medical emergencies;

) Cardiopulmonary resuscitation.

) A practical examination which includes a clinical examina-
tion.

(2) An applicant for licensure as a denturist who 1s currently
licensed to practice denturism in another state, territory of the Uni-
ted States, District of Columbia, or Puerto Rico must file an applica-
tion with the board and submit:

(a) Documentation verifying that the applicant has successfully
completed the testing requirements in subsection (1) of this section;
and

(b) The application fee required in WAC 246-812-990.
