
WAC 246-915A-010  Physical therapy licensure compact—Compact 
commission rules.  (1) The physical therapy licensure compact 
(compact) is established in Washington under RCW 18.74.500. Its pur-
pose is to facilitate interstate practice of physical therapy with the 
goal of improving public access to physical therapy services.

(2) The rules of the physical therapy compact commission, in ef-
fect as of October 28, 2018, are adopted and incorporated by refer-
ence.
