
WAC 246-930-065  Requirements for certification.  (1) An appli-
cant for certification must:

(a) Be credentialed as a health professional as provided in WAC 
246-930-020. The credential must be in good standing without pending 
disciplinary action;

(b) Successfully complete an education program as required in WAC 
246-930-030;

(c) Successfully complete an examination;
(d) Be able to practice with reasonable skill and safety; and
(e) Have no sex offense convictions, as defined in RCW 9.94A.030 

or convictions in any other jurisdiction of an offense that under 
Washington law would be classified as a sex offense as defined in RCW 
9.94A.030.

(2) An applicant for certification as a provider must also com-
plete treatment and evaluation experience required in WAC 246-930-040.
