
WAC 246-930-300  Mandatory reporting.  (1) Pursuant to RCW 
18.130.070, the persons designated in subsection (2) of this section 
are required to report to the department any conviction, determina-
tion, or finding of which they have personal knowledge that any person 
certified as a provider or affiliate provider has committed an act 
which constitutes unprofessional conduct under RCW 18.130.180.

(2) The following persons are required to report the information 
identified in subsection (1) of this section:

(a) Persons certified as providers or affiliate providers;
(b) The president, chief executive officer, or designated offi-

cial of any professional association or society whose members are cer-
tified providers or affiliate providers;

(c) Prosecuting attorneys and deputy prosecuting attorneys;
(d) Community corrections officers employed by the department of 

corrections;
(e) Juvenile probation or parole counselors who provide counsel-

ing or supervision to juveniles;
(f) The president, chief executive officer, or designated offi-

cial of any public or private agency which employs certified providers 
or affiliate providers;

(g) The president, chief executive officer, or designated offi-
cial of any credentialing agency for health professionals.

(3) Reports under this section shall be made in writing, and must 
include the name, address, and telephone number of the person making 
the report, the name and address of the person about whom the report 
is made, and complete information about the circumstances giving rise 
to the report.
