
WAC 296-307-24012  How must the potable water supply be main-
tained?  (1) You must provide potable water in all places of employ-
ment, for drinking, washing of the person, cooking, washing food, 
washing cooking or eating utensils, washing food preparation or pro-
cessing premises, and for personal service rooms.

(2) Potable drinking water dispensers must be maintained in sani-
tary condition, be closeable, and have a tap.

(3) Open containers for drinking water from which the water must 
be dipped or poured, even if fitted with a cover, are prohibited.

(4) A common drinking cup and other common utensils are prohibi-
ted.
