Each
disconnecting means required by this part for motors and appliances
must be legibly marked to indicate its purpose, unless located and ar-
ranged so the purpose 1s evident. Each service, feeder, and branch
circuit, at its disconnecting means or overcurrent device, must be
legibly marked to indicate its purpose, unless located and arranged so
the purpose is evident. These markings must be durable enough to with-
stand the environment involved.
