
WAC 296-307-36824  When must conductors be insulated?  All con-
ductors used for general wiring must be insulated unless otherwise 
permitted in this section. The conductor insulation must be approved 
for the voltage, operating temperature, and location of use. Insulated 
conductors must be distinguishable by appropriate color or other means 
as grounded conductors, ungrounded conductors, or equipment grounding 
conductors.
