
WAC 296-307-38009  What manufacturing and marking requirements 
apply to electrical protective devices?  Insulating blankets, matting, 
covers, line hose, gloves, and sleeves made of rubber must meet the 
following manufacture and marking requirements:

(1) Blankets, gloves, and sleeves must be produced by a seamless 
process.

(2) Each item must be clearly marked as follows:
(a) All classified equipment must be marked with its class num-

ber.
(b) Nonozone-resistant equipment other than matting must be 

marked Type I.
(c) Ozone-resistant equipment other than matting must be marked 

Type II.
(d) Other relevant markings, such as the manufacturer's identifi-

cation and the size of the equipment, may also be provided.
(3) Markings must be nonconducting and shall be applied so they 

do not impair the insulating qualities of the equipment.
(4) Markings on gloves must be on the cuff.
