DOT containers? (1) Each bulk plant must have at least one approved
portable fire extinguisher with a minimum rating of 12-B, C.

(2) In industrial installations involving containers of 150,000
gallons aggregate water capacity or more, you must provide an adequate
supply of water at the container site for fire protection in the con-
tainer area, unless other adequate means for fire control are provi-
ded. Water hydrants must be readily accessible and spaced to provide
water protection for all containers. Enough firehose must be provided
to facilitate easy movement of the hose in the container area. You
should equip the outlet of each hose line with a combination fog noz-
zle. A shelter must be provided to protect the hose and its conveyor
from the weather.
