WAC 296-307-48025 What requirements apply to high pressure oxy-
gen manifolds? This section applies to cylinders with a DOT service
pressure above 200 psig.

(1) Manifolds must be approved either separately for each compo-
nent or as an assembled unit.

(2) Oxygen manifolds must not be located in an acetylene genera-
tor room. Oxygen manifolds must be separated from fuel-gas cylinders
or combustible materials (especially o0il or grease), a minimum dis-
tance of 20 feet or by a noncombustible barrier at least 5 feet high
having a fire-resistance rating of at least one-half hour.

(3) Oxygen cylinders connected to one manifold must be limited to
a total gas capacity of 6,000 cubic feet. More than one such manifold
with connected cylinders may be located in the same room if the mani-
folds are at least 50 feet apart or separated by a noncombustible bar-
rier at least 5 feet high having a fire-resistance rating of at least
one-half hour.

(4) Exception: An oxygen manifold, to which cylinders having an
aggregate capacity of more than 6,000 cubic feet of oxygen are connec-
ted, should be located outdoors or in a separate noncombustible build-
ing. Such a manifold, if located inside a building having other occu-
pancy, must be located in a separate room of noncombustible construc-
tion having a fire-resistance rating of at least one-half hour or in
an area with no combustible material within 20 feet of the manifold.

(5) An oxygen manifold or oxygen bulk supply system that has
storage capacity of more than 13,000 cubic feet of oxygen (measured at
14.7 psia and 70°F), connected in service or ready for service, or
more than 25,000 cubic feet of oxygen (measured at 14.7 psia and
70°F), including unconnected reserves on hand at the site, must meet
the requirements of the Standard for Bulk Oxygen Systems at Consumer
Sites, NFPA No. 566-1965.

(6) High-pressure oxygen manifolds must have approved pressure-
regulating devices.
