
WAC 296-307-53009  What other equipment must an employer provide 
for rim wheel servicing?  (1) You must furnish an air line assembly 
and ensure that employees use it for inflating tire.

(2) The air line assembly must contain the following components:
(a) A clip-on chuck;
(b) An in-line valve with a pressure gauge or a presettable regu-

lator; and
(c) Enough hose between the clip-on chuck and the in-line valve 

(if one is used) to allow the employee to stand outside the trajecto-
ry.

(3) Current charts or rim manuals for the types of wheels being 
serviced shall be available in the service area.

(4) You must furnish the tools recommended in the rim manual for 
the type of wheel being serviced and ensure that they are the only 
tools used to service rim wheels.
