
WAC 296-874-20052  Provide fall protection for employees on scaf-
folds.  (1) You must protect each employee on a scaffold more than ten 
feet (3.1 m) above a lower level, from falling to the lower level, by 
providing either:

(a) A personal fall arrest system; or
(b) Guardrails.

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(2) You must make sure employees erecting the scaffold install 
the guardrail system, if required, before the scaffold is used by any 
other employees.
