
WAC 516-21-186  Domestic violence.  Conduct by a student who is a 
current or former spouse or intimate partner (including between two 
people that share a child in common) that intentionally or recklessly 
causes bodily injury, or causes another to be in reasonable fear of 
serious bodily injury is a violation of the code. Sexual violence in-
cludes sexual assault, dating violence, domestic violence, and stalk-
ing or any other type of sexual misconduct or gender-based discrimina-
tion.
