
WAC 110-305-2200  Reporting incidents to 911 (emergency serv-
ices).  The following must be reported immediately to 911 emergency 
services by the licensee or designee:

(1) A child missing from care, as soon as the staff realizes the 
child is missing;

(2) Medical emergency (injury or illness) that requires immediate 
professional medical care;

(3) Incorrect administration of any medication, except nonpre-
scription topical creams or ointments;

(4) Overdose of any oral, inhaled or injected medication;
(5) Fire and other emergencies;
(6) Poisoning or suspected poisoning; and
(7) Other incidents requiring emergency response.
