
WAC 110-305-3550  Children taking their own medication.  The li-
censee may permit a child to take his or her own medication if:

(1) The licensee follows all of the requirements in WAC 
170-297-3475 (1) through (5);

(2) The child is physically and mentally capable of properly tak-
ing the medication;

(3) The licensee has on file the child's parent or guardian writ-
ten approval for the child to take his or her own medication;

(4) The medication and related medical supplies are locked and 
inaccessible to other children and unauthorized persons, except emer-
gency rescue medications that may be stored inaccessible to other 
children but not locked; and

(5) A trained and authorized program staff person observes and 
documents in the child's medication administration record that the 
medication was taken or not taken.
