Skylight screens must be constructed and mounted to with-
stand a load of at least two hundred pounds applied perpendicularly
anywhere on the screen. Skylight screen must be constructed and moun-
ted so that, under ordinary loads or impacts, they will not deflect
downward enough to break the glass below them. They must be construc-
ted of grillwork with openings a maximum of four inches long or of
slatwork with openings a maximum of two inches wide and any length.
