(a) Submit wverification of active practice from any other United
States jurisdiction;

(3) If the license or certification has expired for over three
years, and the practitioner has not been in active practice in another
United States jurisdiction, the practitioner must:

(a) Successfully pass the examination as provided in RCW
18.35.050;

(b) Meet the requirements of chapter 246-12 WAC, Part 2.
