Ecology Recommends Designations and a Nonattainment 
Area for the 2006 PM2.5 Standard

The department of ecology (ecology) is holding a public 
hearing to receive comment on recommendations the state of 
Washington is considering submitting to the United States 
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).  These recommen-
dations are on designations and a nonattainment area for the 
federal twenty-four-hour standard for fine particulate matter.

Background information:  The EPA revised the air 
quality standard for fine particulate matter less than 2.5 

microns in size (PM2.5) in 2006.  The reason for changing the 
standard was to better protect public health.  EPA changed 
the standard from 65 micrograms per cubic meter to 35 
micrograms per cubic meter.

When EPA changes an air quality standard, states can 
make recommendations to EPA on whether areas in the state 
should be designated "attainment" (meeting the standard), 
"nonattainment" (not meeting the standard), or "unclassifi-
able" (there is not enough information to determine if the area 
meets the standard).

Ecology's recommendations:  After examining EPA's 
monitoring data, ecology proposes to make the following rec-
ommendations:

Attainment:

• Duwamish area of Seattle
• Lake Forest Park
• Marysville
• Spokane
Nonattainment:

• *South Tacoma
*The Puget Sound Clean Air Agency (PSCAA) devel-

oped the proposed nonattainment area for Tacoma, which is 
within PSCAA's jurisdiction, on the basis of the nine factors 
in EPA guidance and with input from a variety of organiza-
tions.  The proposed area is the entire area within the Pierce 
County comprehensive urban growth area (CUGA), except 
for:

■ Areas to the south and southwest (including Fort 
Lewis and McChord Air Force Base), and

■ The area to the east along and east of the Puyallup 
River-White River valleys (including Sumner, 
Auburn, Pacific, Bonney Lake, and Orting).

*Unclassifiable:

• Moose Lodge in Vancouver
• S. 4th Avenue in Yakima
*Unclassifiable areas had monitors that were discontin-

Insurance Commissioner Mike Kreidler will conduct a 
public hearing on November 15 at the Best Western Execu-
tive Inn in Seattle for the purpose of hearing from Washing-
ton residents about activities that may constitute unfair meth-
ods of competition or unfair trade practices related to Medi-
care Advantage plans.  In particular, concerns have been 
brought to the attention of the insurance commissioner about 
the availability to consumers of Medicare Advantage and 
other plans and access to health care providers who partici-
pate in these plans.

In late 2005, UnitedHealth Group sought the commis-
sioner's approval for its acquisition of Pacificare of Washing-
ton, which provides Medicare Advantage plans to some 
46,000 Washington seniors through its Secure Horizons 
products.  After a hearing, the commissioner approved that 
acquisition on condition that United maintain the status quo 
of Pacificare's Washington operations until it resolved the 
commissioner's main areas of concern, including claims han-
dling and provider contracts.

Since providing his conditional approval, the commis-
sioner has received complaints that United is engaging in 
anti-competitive activities through its now wholly-owned 
entity, Pacificare of Washington.  These activities are 
reported to include threats to terminate or adversely affect 
Pacificare's contracts with physicians and other health care 
providers unless they refuse to contract with a newly licensed

Suggested Amendment for General Rule (GR) 14
Concerning Format for Pleadings and Other Papers

Submitted by the Washington State Association of 
County Clerks

Purpose:  The purpose of this General Rule 14 (GR 14) 
amendment request is to clarify existing language and intent. 
Specifically, the language in question is GR 14(b), which 
states:

"(b) Except for Exhibits.  This rule is not mandatory for 
exhibits, but the use of exhibits that comply with this rule is 
encouraged if it does not impair legibility."

The Clerk's Association's position is the above GR 14 
excerpt refers to trail and/or hearing exhibits and not to 
"exhibits" (attachments) to pleadings, motions, and other 
papers.  Challenges by attorneys and pro se parties have been 
persistent, and the consistent challenge is that the word 
"exhibit" is synonymous with the word "attachment".

The difference in interpretation is significant as attor-
neys and pro ses routinely file pleadings with the Superior 
Court (Clerk) that contain attachments that do not comply 
with the 8-1/2 by 11 inch requirement discussed in GR 14(a). 
Examples of non-complying documents or items that are 
attached to pleadings include, but are not limited to, cassette 
tapes, compact disks, and video cassette tapes, photographs, 
charts, plat maps, etc.

Because the County Clerks are statutorily required to 
preserve court records in perpetuity (permanently), accepting 
non-complying pleadings places an enormous records man-
agement burden on them.   Specifically, non-complying doc-
uments often cannot be microfilmed and/or electronically 
scanned due to their size, which is the preferred and primary 
method of permanently preserving records.  And, some items 
such as cassette tapes, compact disks, etc. cannot be pre-
served in any manner other than their physical form.  The 
inability to capture records in either microfilm or electronic 
media due to size or physical constraints places an undue and 
unrealistic burden on Clerks who now must preserve these 
records, in perpetuity, in their physical form.  Moreover, non-
complying documents are not conducive with electronic fil-
ing of documents or with Electronic Document Management 
Systems (EDMS).  The majority of Clerks in Washington 
state either have implemented and operate an EDMS or are in 
the process of developing and implementing one.  And, sev-
eral Clerks have implemented electronic filing which is stat-
utorily authorized, and the movement towards this technol-

ogy is being considered in several other Clerk's offices state 
wide as the technology continues to evolve.

GR 31 (c)(4) provides the definition of a "court record" 
and includes "exhibit" in that definition.  Again, the Clerk's 
Association maintains that the word "exhibit" refers to trial or 
hearing exhibits, which are managed and preserved differ-
ently, and does not relate to documents or other items 
attached to a pleading, motion, or other paper.  Additionally, 
Clerks have also relied on Civil Rule (CR) 5(e) - Filing With 
the Court Defined, which states:

"…The Clerk may refuse to accept for filing any paper 
presented for that purpose because it is not presented in 
proper form as required by these rules or any local rules or 
practices…"

Further, Washington State Auditors have and enforce a 
strict document format and filing standard for documents 
submitted for recording.  These requirements are outlined in 
RCW 65.04.045 and are similar in language to that of GR 14 
with regard to paper size and format requirements.  The 
Clerk's Association strongly believes that similar unambigu-
ous language is needed for court records to ensure these crit-
ical public records are preserved.

While many Superior Courts have adopted local court 
rules regarding format and filing of pleadings, to include the 
provision of "working copies" directly to the judicial officer, 
the conflicting and unclear language regarding "exhibits" in 
GR 14 continues to be an issue.

The enclosure provides proposed amended language to 
GR 14.

RULE GR 14
FORMAT FOR PLEADINGS AND OTHER PAPERS

(a) Format Requirements.  All pleadings, motions, and 
other papers, including attachments thereto, filed with the 
court shall be legibly written or printed.  The use of letter-size 
paper (8-1/2 by 11 inches) is mandatory.  The writing or 
printing shall appear on only one side of the page.  The top 
margin of the first page shall be a minimum of three inches, 
the bottom margin shall be a minimum of one inch and the 
side margins shall be a minimum of one inch.  All subsequent 
pages shall have a minimum of one inch margins.  Papers 
filed shall not include any colored pages, highlighting or 
other colored markings.

(b) Exception for Trial or Hearing Exhibits.  This rule is 
not mandatory for trial or hearing exhibits, but the use of trial 
or hearing exhibits that comply with this rule is encouraged if 
it does not impair legibility.

(c) Application of Rule.  This rule shall apply to all pro-
ceedings in all courts of the State of Washington unless oth-
erwise specifically indicated by court rule.

(d) Citation Format.  Citations shall conform with the 
format prescribed by the Reporter of Decisions.  (See Appen-
dix 1.)

Suggested Changes to ER 1101 (c)(4)

(C) Purpose:  The Abuse of Vulnerable Adults Act 
(Act), chapter 74.34 RCW, provides a number of protections 
for vulnerable adults.  One section of the Act provides that 
vulnerable adults may seek orders of protection from acts of 
abandonment, abuse, exploitation, or neglect.  (RCW 
74.34.110.)  In 2007, the Legislature amended the process for 
obtaining these protection orders.  Among other changes, 
"interested persons" may now petition for the orders on 
behalf of a vulnerable adult, court filing fees are waived, and 
the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) is directed to 
create mandatory forms and instructions, in English and other 
languages, for use in obtaining these orders.

The SCJA proposes amending ER 1101 (c)(4) to add 
vulnerable adult protection orders to the existing rule which 
provides that the rules of evidence, other than with respect to 
privileges, need not be applied in protection order proceed-
ings under RCW 26.50 (domestic violence) and RCW 10.14 
(harassment).  The same reason that it has been made easier 
for parties to present evidence in domestic violence and 
harassment protection order hearings exists with vulnerable 
adult protection orders; there is a need for a simplified pro-
cess for these proceedings, to make sure the protection of the 
courts is available to all persons who need such assistance.

In testimony to the Legislature when the 2007 amend-
ments to the Act were being considered, it was noted that 
"[t]his bill makes the process easier, which is important 
because the current law is cumbersome, inefficient, and 
expensive." (H.B. Report on Engrossed Second H.B. 1008, 
60th Leg., Reg. Sess., p. 5 (Wash. 2007).)  Amending ER 
1101 (c)(4) to include vulnerable adult protection orders will 
assist in making the procedure for obtaining such an order 
easier for the parties.  Adding vulnerable adult protection 
orders to the rule will also aid the courts by making the pro-
cedures consistent with other similar case types in which pro-
tection orders may be issued.  An increase is expected in the 
number of filings for vulnerable adult protection orders as a 
result of the legislative changes, particularly the requirement 
that AOC create new standardized instructions and forms for 
this proceeding, the use of which is mandatory as of October 
1, 2007, and the change allowing an "interested person" to 
petition on behalf of the vulnerable adult.

This suggested rule change also contains a suggested 
revision to the caption of ER 1101 (c)(4), to clarify the scope 
of the subsection.  The present caption of the subsection is 
"Applications for Domestic Violence Protection." However, 
the present subsection actually applies to both domestic vio-
lence proceedings and to harassment protection orders and 
the suggested rule change would expand the subsection to 
include vulnerable adult protection orders.  The suggested 
caption, "Applications for Protection Orders", more accu-
rately describes the subsection.
