EXECUTIVE ORDER 10-06

SUSPENDING NON-CRITICAL RULE DEVELOPMENT AND
ADOPTION

WHEREAS, state regulations are essential to protecting the
health, safety, welfare and quality of life for the people of the
state of Washington; and

WHEREAS, we are called upon in these unprecedented eco-
nomic times to both conserve resources and continue to meet
our responsibilities; and

WHEREAS, the current recession is causing severe economic
stress for small businesses and governments; and

WHEREAS, in a time of severe budget constraints, small busi-
nesses and governments find it more difficult to monitor and
respond to proposed changes in rules and policies; and

WHEREAS, a stable and predictable regulatory and policy
environment will conserve resources for small businesses and
local governments and promote economic recovery; and

WHEREAS, suspending non-critical rule making will allow
agencies to focus staff resources on direct service delivery;
and

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Christine O. Gregoire, Governor of the
state of Washington, by virtue of the power vested in me by
the Constitution and statutes of the state of Washington, do
hereby order and direct:
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(1) The suspension of non-critical rule development
and adoption from the date of this Executive Order
through December 31, 2011.

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Dear Mr. Parker:

Thank you for your letter of November 15, 2010, in which
you "request an immediate stay of the Washington Liquor
Control Board's November 10, 2010 Emergency Rule ban-

"

ning the sale of all 'alcohol energy drinks'.

RCW 34.05.350 (1)(a) allows adoption of an emergency rule
when "immediate adoption, amendment, or repeal of a rule is
necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety, or
general welfare." RCW 34.05.350(3) provides: "Within
seven days after the rule is adopted, any person may petition
the governor requesting the immediate repeal of a rule
adopted on an emergency basis by any department listed in
RCW 43.17.010." The Washington Liquor Control Board is
not a department listed in RCW 43.17.010. Therefore, the
Governor lacks the jurisdiction to take the direct action
requested in your letter.

Notwithstanding this jurisdictional issue, the Governor sup-
ports the action taken by the Washington Liquor Control
Board. The Governor shares the concerns of the Liquor Con-
trol Board that alcohol energy drinks promote a situation
where individuals may become inebriated, but cannot judge
their own condition, which poses a serious risk to human
health and public safety.

Your letter suggests that the individual states should not take
action while the Food and Drug Administration assesses the
safety of these products. The Food and Drug Administration
issued warning letters on November 17, two days after your
letter, indicating the combination of caffeine and alcohol in
the drinks creates a public health concern. In any event,
states have broad power to regulate the sale of alcoholic bev-
erages under section 2 of the Twenty-first Amendment. Fur-
ther, you outline concern about financial losses associated
with the adoption of the emergency rule. However, compa-
nies have long been aware that when they invest in the man-
ufacture of alcoholic beverages, state regulation to protect
public health and safety may impact their sales. See Mugler
v. Kansas, 123 U.S. 623 (1887).

You have asked for the opportunity to explain United Brand's
Joose products and marketing to the Board. That opportunity
is available now. An emergency rule remains in effect for a
limited time period of no longer than 120 days after filing.
The Liquor Control Board will receive your input on pro-
posed permanent rules that would prohibit the sale, importa-
tion, and distribution of alcohol energy drinks in the state of
Washington. Further, the Liquor Control Board will hold at
least one public hearing before the rules are adopted.

2. Training. Partnering with OFM and GMAP staff to
provide training for state agency employees regard-
ing performance contracting, including contract
monitoring and management.

Evaluation. Given the capacity of your team, I ask you to
consider a management review of current performance con-
tracting practices that complements our current efforts. I am
looking specifically to answer the following questions by
June 1, 2011:

e Are there provisions in current performance-based
contracts that provide incentives for excellent per-
formance and/or consequences for inadequate per-
formance? If not, why not?

*+ How are agencies actively managing their con-
tracts? For example, if a vendor is not performing,
what kind of corrective actions are being taken? Are
contractors/vendors being held accountable? Given
limited resources, what options are available to
improve management if needed?

*  What are the best practices around performance-
based contracting? How could we apply these best
practices to Washington State?

Training. I appreciated your assistance last year in provid-
ing training related to the Recovery Act funds. Audit staff
co-taught two classes and the information was very well-
received. I am looking for a similar partnership for perfor-
mance contracts. I am interested in your ideas for how best to
reach the widest audience with very limited resources.
