Effective Date of Rule: Immediately upon filing.
Purpose: To comply with P.L. 116.260, Supporting Youth and Foster
Families through the Pandemic Act 2021, the emergency rules:

. Allow youth who are eligible for extended foster care services to
voluntarily re-enter the program upon reaching the maximum eligi-

bility age of 21 on or after January 27, 2020;

. Allow program participants to remain in the program, regardless
of their age, until September 30, 2021; and

. Relieve program participants from being exited from the program
for not being able to participate in required education, train-

ing, or employment activities or providing documentation of a
medical condition that prevents their participation in these ac-
tivities.

Reasons for this Finding: P.L. 116-260 forbids states from refus-
ing foster care services to persons who, during the COVID-19 pandemic,
either have or will become too old to be eligible for services and
eliminates certain additional eligibility elements.
