Background: For property tax appeds, the date of filing is determined by the postmark,
but there is no similar provision for excise tax appeals.

Parties who appeal are responsible for timely notice to other parties.
Summary: For al tax appeals, the date of filing is determined by the postmark.

The Board of Tax Appeals is responsible for sending a copy of the notice of appea to all
named parties within 30 days.
