(b) Three dollars and twenty-four cents per thousand dollars of
assessed value for taxes levied for collection in 2001;

(c) Two dollars and eighty-eight cents per thousand dollars of
assessed value for taxes levied for collection in 2002;

(d) Two dollars and fifty-two cents per thousand dollars of
assessed val ue for taxes levied for collection in 2003;

(e) Two dollars and si xteen cents per thousand dollars of assessed
value for taxes levied for collection in 2004; and

(f) One dollar and eighty cents per thousand dollars of assessed
value for taxes levied for collection in 2005; and

(g0 One dollar and forty-four cents per thousand dollars of
assessed value for taxes levied for collection in 2006; and

(h) One dollar and eight cents per thousand dollars of assessed
value for taxes levied for collection in 2007; and

(1) Seventy-two cents per thousand dollars of assessed value for
taxes levied for collection in 2008; and

(Jj) Thirty-six cents per thousand dollars of assessed value for
taxes levied for collection in 2009; and
