amendi ng RCW 28C. 04. 545; and decl ari ng an energency.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW28C 04.545 and 1995 1st sp.s. ¢ 7 s 6 are each anended
to read as foll ows:

(1) The respective governing boards of the public technical
col | eges shall provide fee waivers for a maxi numof two years for those
recipients of the Wshington award for vocational excellence
establ i shed under RCW 28C. 04.520 through 28C. 04.540 who received the
award before June 30, 1994. To qualify for the waiver, recipients
shall enter the public technical college within three years of
recei ving the award. An above average rating at the ((wveeational—
teechntecal—nstitute)) technical college in the first year shall be
required to qualify for the second-year waiver.

(2) Students naned by the work force training and education
coordi nati ng board after June 30, 1994, as recipients of the Washi ngton
award for vocational excell ence under RCW28C. 04. 520 t hr ough 28C. 04. 550
shall be eligible to receive a grant for undergraduate course work as
aut hori zed under RCW 28B. 80. 272.
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(3)(a) Beqgi nning with awards nade during the 1998-99 academ c vear,
recipients nust conplete using the award before the fall termin the

sixth year following the date of the award. For these recipients,

eligibility for the award is forfeited after this period.

(b Al persons awarded a Washington award for vocational
excell ence before the 1995-96 acadenic vyear and who have renaining

eligibility on the effective date of this section nust conplete using

t he award before Septenber 2002. For these recipients, eliqgibility for

the award is forfeited after this period.

(c) Al persons awarded a Washington award for vocational
excel |l ence during the 1995-96, 1996-97, and 1997-98 acadeni c years mnust

conpl ete using the award before Septenber 2005. For these recipients,

eligibility for the award is forfeited after this period.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the imedi ate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnent and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi atel y.
