appropriation shall be used for the operations and maintenance of29

technology systems that improve services provided by the supreme court,30

the court of appeals, the office of public defense, and the31

administrator for the courts.32

(2) No moneys appropriated in this section may be expended by the33

administrator for the courts for payments in excess of fifty percent of34

the employer contribution on behalf of superior court judges for35

insurance and health care plans and federal social security and36

medicare and medical aid benefits. Consistent with Article IV, section37
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13 of the state Constitution and 1996 Attorney General’s Opinion No. 2,1

it is the intent of the legislature that the costs of these employer2

contributions shall be shared equally between the state and county or3

counties in which the judges serve.

special advocate/guardian ad litem programs. The distribution of2

funding shall be based on the number of children who need volunteer3

court-appointed special advocate representation and shall be equally4

accessible to all volunteer court-appointed special advocate/guardian5

ad litem programs.

(c) The director shall contract for an independent evaluation of24

the pilot program benefits and costs. An interim evaluation shall be25

submitted to the governor and fiscal committees of the legislature no26

later than January 1, 2001.
