BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW28B.80.290 and 1983 ¢ 304 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

The statewide transfer of credit policy and agreenent ((shaH))
must be designed to facilitate the transfer of students and the
eval uation of transcripts, to better serve persons seeking information
about courses and prograns, to aid in academ c planning, and to inprove
the review and evaluation of academc prograns in the state
institutions of higher education. The statewide transfer of credit
policy and agreenent ((shalh)) nust not require ((wef)) or encourage
the standardi zation of course content ((anrd—shal—net)) or prescribe
course content or the credit value assigned by any institution to the
course. Under the statewide transfer of credit policy and agreenent,
public four-year institutions may not treat credits earned at a
community or technical college differently from credits earned at a
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baccal aureate institution in terns of the nunber of credits students

may transfer or the application of credits toward a deqgree.
