BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW4.24.300 and 2003 ¢ 256 s 1 are each anmended to read
as follows:

(1) Any person, including but not limted to a volunteer provider
of energency or nedical services, who wthout conpensation or the
expectati on of conpensation renders energency care at the scene of an
energency or who participates in transporting, not for conpensation
therefroman i njured person or persons for energency nedical treatnent
shall not be liable for civil damages resulting from any act or
omssion in the rendering of such enmergency care or in transporting
such persons, other than acts or omssions constituting gross
negligence or wllful or wanton m sconduct. Any person rendering
energency care during the course of regular enploynent and receiving
conpensation or expecting to receive conpensation for rendering such
care is excluded fromthe protection of this subsection.
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(2) Any ((phystetlan—tcensed—under—chapter—318-57—o6+—18—71—RCW)
licensed health care provider as listed in RCW18.130.040 in the state
of Washington who, wthout conpensation or the expectation of
conpensation, provides health care services at a comunity ((eHne
that—s—a—publiec—or—private—tax—exenpt—eorporation)) health care
setting is not liable for civil damages resulting from any act or
om ssion in the rendering of such care, other than acts or om ssions

constituting gross negligence or willful or wanton m sconduct.

(3) For purposes of subsection (2) of this section, "community
health care setting"” neans an entity that provides health care services
and:

(a) I's aclinic operated by a public entity or private tax exenpt
corporation, except a clinic that is owned, operated, or controlled by
a hospital licensed under chapter 70.41 RCWunless the hospital-based
clinic either:

(i) Maintains and holds itself out to the public as having
established hours on a regular basis for providing free health care
services to nenbers of the public to the extent that care is provided
w thout conpensation or expectation of conpensation during those
est abl i shed hours; or

(ii) Is participating, through a witten agreenent, in a comunity-
based programto provide access to health care services for uninsured
persons, to the extent that:

(A) Care is provided wthout conpensation or expectation of
conpensation to individuals who have been referred for care through
that community-based progran and

(B) The health care provider's participation in the comunity-based
program is conditioned upon his or her agreenent to provide health
services wthout expectation of conpensation;

(b) I's a for-profit corporation that nmaintains and holds itself out
to the public as having established hours on a reqular basis for
providing free health care services to nenbers of the public to the
extent that care is provided w thout conpensation or expectation of
conpensation during those established hours; or

(c) Is a for-profit corporation that is participating, through a
witten agreenent, in a conmmunity-based program to provide access to
health care services for uninsured persons, to the extent that:
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(i) Care is provided wthout conpensation or expectation of
conpensation to individuals who have been referred for care through
that community-based progranm and

(ii) The health care provider's participation in the conmunity-
based program is conditioned upon his or her agreenent to provide
health services w thout expectation of conpensation.
