Brief Summary of Substitute Bill

*  Provides enhanced funding through the Learning Assistance Program formulafor
school districts with more than 20 percent student enrollment in the Transitional
Bilingual Program and more than 40 percent of students eligible for Free or
Reduced Price Lunch.

Background:

Transitional Bilingual Program. School districts receive supplemental funds on a per-student
basis to provide special instruction to help English language learner (ELL) students reach
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competency in English. Once students reach a specified level of competency on the
Washington Language Proficiency Test, they exit the Transitional Bilingual Program (TBP).

The ELL students are not evenly distributed in school districts across the state. 1n May 2007
188 districts reported no bilingual enrollment. Fifty-three districts had more than 10 percent
of their total enrollment in the TBP. Twenty-five districts had more than 20 percent of
studentsin the TBP.

L earning Assistance Program. School districts also receive supplemental funds to provide
struggling students with remediation. Unlike the TBP funds, which are based on individual
students, the Learning Assistance Program (LAP) funds are allocated based on the proportion
of low income students in the district (those eligible for Free or Reduced Price Lunch). The
LAP allocation reflects the high correlation between student poverty and low academic
achievement, but funds are used for any student who needs assistance.

Research on federal Title | programs has found that in schools with high concentrations of
low-income students, the negative impact of poverty on student achievement tends to be
school-wide and more significant than would otherwise be expected. Within the LAP funding
formula, there is an additional allocation for school districts with above-average enrollment of
low-income students. School districts with more than 40 percent low-income students receive
additional dollars based on the difference between their percentage of low-income students
and the 40 percent threshold.

In Washington, there is also a high correlation between the ELL students and student poverty.
Of the 25 school districts with more than 20 percent of student enrolled in the TBP, al but two
also exceeded 40 percent low-income students, and those two districts reported no low income
data.

Summary of Bill:

In addition to funds allocated on the basis of income factors, enhanced funds are allocated
through the LAP formula for school districts where more than 20 percent of students are
eligible for and enrolled in the TBP and where the percent of K-12 enrollment who are eligible
for Free or Reduced Price Lunch also exceeds 40 percent.

The enhanced LAP alocation is calculated using the district's percent enrollment in the TBP
for the prior year, minus the 20 percent threshold, and times the district's total full-time
equivalent student enrollment for the prior year. The resulting number is multiplied by the
per-funded student allocation rate for the LAP established in the Appropriations Act.

Staff Summary of Public Testimony:

(In support) The highlight of the House Education Committee's interim was a visit to the

Y akima Valley and the discussions with school superintendents about the need for additional
resources in schools with high ELL student populations. Probably one of the best ways to
accomplish thisis through the LAP formula because of itsflexibility. There are many ways to
calculate the eligibility threshold in the bill; this can be the subject of additional discussion.
The Y akima superintendents recommendations reflect the sheer numbers of immigrants
coming into our state. Perhaps the formula could be based on arolling average to reflect
growth in immigrant and migrant populations. The superintendents who drafted the white
paper think thisis an excellent way to address the combined issues of language and poverty.
Additional education isthe key to addressing both the achievement gap and health disparities
at the same time, and in a much more cost-effective way than through medical interventions.
