| strongly support the efforts of local comunities to
i nfl uence devel opnent of their own areas and believe this is
one good way to acconplish that.

Sections 1 and 2 provide the |egislative intent and findings
in addition to the definitions for this act. | am concerned
that these sections of the bill are overly broad and nay | ead
to unintended consequences regarding public projects across
our state. | do not believe that vetoing these sections wll
in any way hinder the creation of the Pioneer Square-
I nternational District Conmunity Preservati on and Devel opnment
Aut hority provided for in Section 8. |If the Legislature
chooses to revisit this legislation with an eye toward
expanding it beyond the Pioneer Square-International District
Community Preservation and Devel opment Authority, then I will
work with interested nmenbers of the Legislature to inprove
this act.

For these reasons, | have vetoed Sections 1 and 2 of
Substitute Senate Bill 6156

Wth the exception of Sections 1 and 2, Substitute Senate Bill
6156 i s approved.
