Proposal s presented after January 1, 2008, nust identify in
its proposal one or nore stabl e revenue sources that: (1) Have a
nexus with the nmultiple publicly funded facilities that have
adversely inpacted the conmunity; and

(2) Can be used to support future operating or capita
projects that wll be identified in the strategic plan
requi red under this act.

Aut horizes the establishnment of the Pioneer Square-
International District conmunity preservati on and devel opnent
aut hority, which boundaries are those contained in the Pioneer
Square-International District within the city of Seattle.

Provides that, prior to making siting, design, and
construction decisions for future major public facilities,
public works projects, or capital projects with significant
public funding, state and | ocal governnment agencies may: (1)
Communi cate and consult wth the comunity preservation and
devel opnment authority and inpacted comunity, i ncluding
assessing the conpatibility of the proposed project with the
strategi c plan adopted by the authority; and

(2) Make reasonable efforts to ensure that negative,
cunmul ative effects of multiple projects upon the inpacted
comunity are m nim zed.

Squar e- 1 nt ernati onal District Community Preservation and
Devel opnent Authority wthin the <city of Seattle, and
establishes a nethod for creating additional such authorities.
| strongly support the efforts of local comunities to
i nfl uence devel opnent of their own areas and believe this is
one good way to acconplish that.

Sections 1 and 2 provide the legislative intent and findings
in addition to the definitions for this act. | am concerned
that these sections of the bill are overly broad and may | ead
to unintended consequences regarding public projects across
our state. | do not believe that vetoing these sections wll
in any way hinder the <creation of the Pioneer Square-
I nternational District Conmunity Preservation and Devel opnent
Aut hority provided for in Section 8 If the Legislature
chooses to revisit this legislation with an eye toward
expanding it beyond the Pioneer Square-International District
Community Preservation and Devel opnent Authority, then I wll
work with interested nenbers of the Legislature to inprove
this act.

For these reasons, | have vetoed Sections 1 and 2 of
Substitute Senate Bill 6156.

Wth the exception of Sections 1 and 2, Substitute Senate Bil
6156 is approved.
