The | egi slature decl ares that the safety and wel |l -being of children
and famlies is essential to the social and economic health of
Washington. It is the duty of the state to provide children at risk of
out - of - honme pl acenent and their famlies with reasonabl e opportunities
to access supportive services that enhance their safety and well -bei ng.
The legislature directs the programmatic and adm nistrative changes
required in this act to be acconplished in conformance with this
f oregoi ng principle.

The legislature finds that research in the area of child safety and
wel | -being supports the <conclusion that a restructuring of the
adm ni stration and delivery of child welfare services through the use
of performance-based contracts can enhance safety and wel | -bei ng, when
done so in a careful, well-planned and col | aborati ve manner.

The legislature intends that the execution of performance-based
contracts which transfer the delivery of child welfare services to
entities other than the departnent be done w thout restricting who nay
seek to participate in the procurenent process of the contracts. The
|l egislature directs that the departnent retain those positions
necessary to provide child protective and i nvestigative services and to
adm ni st er perfornmnce-based contracts.

The legislature, in creating the commttee in section 8 of this
act, is establishing the nechanismto design, in collaboration with the
executive and judicial branches and all affected entities, the
transition to performance-based contracts in the delivery of out-of-
home care and case nanagenent servi ces.

For pur poses of this chapter:

(1) "Case managenent" neans the nmanagenent of services delivered to
children in the legal custody of the departnent in the child welfare
system including permanency services, caseworker-child visits, famly
visits, the convening of famly group conferences, the devel opnent and
revision of the case plan, the coordination and nonitoring of services
needed by the child and famly, and the assunption of court-related
duties, including preparing court reports, attending judicial hearings
and_pernmanency hearings, and ensuring that the child is progressing
toward permanency wthin state and federal nandates, including the
Indian child welfare act.

(2) "Child" neans a person Il ess than eighteen years of age.

(3) "Child protective services" has the sane neaning as_in_ RCW
26.44. 020.
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(4) "Child welfare services" neans social services including out-
of - hone care, case managenent, and adoption services which strengthen
suppl enent, or _substitute for, parental care and supervision for the
pur pose of:

(a) Preventing or_renedying, or_assisting in_the solution_of
problens_which may result in famlies in_conflict, or_ the_ neqlect,
abuse, exploitation, or crimnal behavior of children;

(b) Protecting and caring for dependent, abused, or neqglected
chil dren;

(c) Assisting children who are in conflict with their parents, and
assisting parents who are in_conflict wth their children, wth
services designed to resolve such conflicts;

(d) Protecting and pronmoting the welfare of children, including the
strengt hening of their own hones where possible, or, where needed;

(e) Providing adequate care of children away fromtheir hones in
foster famly hones or day care_or _ other child care_agencies_or
facilities.

"Child welfare services" does not include child protection
servi ces.

(5) "Committee" neans the child welfare transformation design
conmm ttee.

(6) "Department" neans the department of social and_ health
servi ces.

(7) "Qutcomes" neans a_statistically significant change which
occurs as a result of the service or services a supervising agency is
assigned in a performance-based contract, in tine periods established
in the contract.

(8) "Qut-of-honme care services" neans services provided after the
shelter care hearing to or for children in out-of-hone care, as that
termis defined in RCW 13.34.030, and their famlies, including the
recruitnent, training, and_ nmnagenent of foster parents, the
recruitnent of adoptive fanmlies, and the facilitation of the adoption
process, famly reunification, independent |iving, energency shelter,
residential group care, and foster care, including relative placenent.

(9) "Performance-based contracting” neans the structuring of all
aspects of the procurenent of services_around the purpose of the work
to be perforned and the desired results with the contract requirenents
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set forth in_clear, specific, and_ objective ternms_wth_ neasurable
out cones. Contracts shall also include provisions that link the
performance of the contractor to the level and timng of reinbursenent.

(10) "Pernmanency_ services" neans_long-term services provided to
secure a child's safety, permanency, and well-being, including foster
care services, famly reunification services, adoption services, and
preparation for independent |iving services.

(11) "Primary prevention services" neans_services which are
desi gned and delivered for the prinmary purpose of enhancing child and
famly well-being and are shown, by analysis of outcones, to reduce the
risk tothe likelihood of the initial need for child welfare services.

(12) "Supervising agency" neans_an_agency licensed by the state
under RCW 74.15.090, or an Indian_tribe under RCW74.15.190, that has
entered into a performance-based contract with the departnment to
provide child welfare services.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 74.13 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) On and after Decenber 1, 2010, the departnent shall begin to
convert its current contracts wth child-placing agencies into
performance-based contracts to provide child welfare services in this
state.

(2) On and after July 1, 2014:

(a) Child welfare services for sixty percent of the children for
whom t he departnent has | egal custody shall be provided by supervising
agencies with whom the departnent has entered into perfornmance-based
contracts. Supervising agencies may enter into subcontracts with other
I i censed agencies; and

(b) Except as provided in subsection (4) of this section, and
notwi thstanding any law to the contrary, in those offices in which
child welfare services are provided by supervising agencies, the
departnent may not directly provide child wel fare services.

(3) On and after July 1, 2014, in the offices in which the
departnment has entered into a performance-based contract wth a
supervi sing agency to provide child wel fare services, the departnent is
responsi ble for only the foll ow ng:

(a) Monitoring the quality of services for which the departnment
contracts under this chapter; and
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(b) Ensuring that the services are provided in accordance wth
federal law and the laws of this state, including the Indian child
wel fare act.

(4 On and after July 1, 2014, in the offices in which the
departnment has entered into a performance-based contract wth a
supervi sing agency to provide child welfare services, the departnment
may provide child welfare services only in an enmergency or as a
provider of |last resort. The departnent shall adopt rules describing
the circunstances under which the departnment my provide those
servi ces. For purposes of this section, "provider of last resort”
means the departnent is unable to contract with a private agency to
provide child welfare services in a particular geographic area or,
after entering into a contract with a private agency, either the
contractor or the departnent term nates the contract.

(5) For purposes of this chapter, on and after July 1, 2010,
per f or mance- based contracts shall be structured to hold the supervising
agenci es accountable for achieving the following goals in order of
i nportance: Child safety; reunification of the child with the child's
parents; child permanency; and child well -Dbeing.

(6) A federally recognized tribe located in this state nmay enter
into a performance-based contract with the departnment to provide child
wel fare services to Indian children whether or not they reside on a
reservation

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. A new section is added to chapter 74.13 RCW
to read as foll ows:

Chil dren whose cases are managed by a supervising agency renmain
dependents of the state.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. A new section is added to chapter 74.13 RCW
to read as foll ows:

Except for Indian tribes, perfornmance-based contracts with private
nonprofit entities who otherwise neet the definition of supervising
agency shall be preferred.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 6. A new section is added to chapter 43.10 RCW
to read as foll ows:
The office of the attorney general shall provide, or cause to be
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provi ded, | egal services in only dependency or term nation of parental
rights matters to supervising agencies with whom the departnment of
soci al and health services has entered i nto perfornmance-based contracts
to provide child welfare services as soon as the contracts becone
ef fective.

As child welfare services caseworker and staff vacanci es occur due
to voluntary enployee departures, and if the departnent determ nes
t hose positions should be filled by state workers because there are
i nsufficient supervising agency resources available in that region to
provide the necessary child welfare services, the departnent shal
review its current staff assignnents and transfer staff wth sufficient
child welfare services experience in other units in the region to the
vacant child welfare services position or positions. |If this occurs,
the departnment shall determine if there are other services in the
regi on where the work coul d be perforned by supervising agenci es.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 8. A new section is added to chapter 74.13 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1)(a) The <child welfare transformation design commttee is
established, with nenbers as provided in this subsection.

(1) The governor or the governor's designee;

(i1) Four private agencies that, as of the effective date of this
section, provide child welfare services to children and famlies
referred to themby the departnment. Two agenci es nust be headquartered
in western Washington and two nust be headquartered in eastern
Washi ngton. Two agenci es nust have an annual budget of at |east one
mllion state-contracted dollars and two nust have an annual budget of
| ess than one mllion state-contracted doll ars;

(ii1) The assistant secretary of the children's admnnistration in
t he departnent;

(iv) Two regional admnistrators in the children's adm nistration
sel ected by the assistant secretary, one fromone of the departnent's
adm ni strative regions one or two, and one fromone of the departnent's
adm ni strative regions three, four, five, or six;

(v) The adm nistrator for the division of licensed resources in the
children's adm nistration;

(vi) Two nationally recognized experts in performance-based
contracts;

(vii) The attorney general or the attorney general's desi gnee;

(viii) A representative of the collective bargaining unit that
represents the Jlargest nunber of enployees in the children's
adm ni strati on;

(ix) Arepresentative fromthe office of the famly and children's
onbudsman,;

(x) Four representatives fromfederally recognized Indian tribes,
two of which operate child welfare progranms, selected by the Indian
policy advisory commttee convened by the departnent's Indian policy
and support services office;

(xi) Two present or former superior court judges with significant
experience in dependency natters, selected by the superior court
j udge' s associ ati on;

(xii) One representative frompartners for our children affiliated
with the University of Washi ngton school of social work;

(xiii) Afoster parent; and

(xiv) A parent representative who has had personal experience with
t he dependency system

(b) The president of the senate and the speaker of the house of
representatives shall jointly appoint the nmenbers under (a)(ii), (v),
(xiti), and (xiv) of this subsection.

(c) The representative from partners for our children shall convene
the initial neeting of the commttee no |later than June 15, 2009.

(d) The chair or cochairs of the commttee shall be selected from
anong its nenbership by a majority vote of those present at the initial
meet i ng.

(2) The commttee shall establish a transition plan containing
recommendations to the legislature and the governor consistent wth
this section for the provision of child welfare services by supervi sing
agenci es pursuant to section 3 of this act.

(3) The plan shall include the foll ow ng:

(a) A nodel or framework for performance-based contracts to be used
by the departnent that clearly defines:

(1) The target popul ation;
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(1i) The referral and exit criteria for the services;

(ti1) The child welfare services including the use of evidence-
based services and practices to be provided by contractors;

(iv) The roles and responsibilities of public and private agency
wor kers i n key case deci sions;

(v) Contract performance and out cones;

(vi) How to neasure whether each contractor has nmet the goals
listed in section 3(5) of this act; and

(vii) Incentives to neet outcone goals;

(b) A nethod by which the departnent will substantially reduce its
current nunber of contracts for child wel fare services;

(c) A method or nethods by which clients will access conmunity-
based services, how private supervising agencies wll engage other
services or form local service networks, develop subcontracts, and
share information and supervi sion of children;

(d) Methods to address the effects of racial disproportionality, as
identified in the 2008 Racial Disproportionality Advisory Commttee
Report published by the Washington state institute for public policy in
June 2008;

(e) Methods for inclusion of the principles and requirenents of the
centenni al accord executed in Novenber 2001, executed between the state
of Washington and federally recogni zed tri bes in Washi ngton st ate;

(f) Methods for assuring performance-based contracts adhere to the
letter and intent of the federal Indian child welfare act;

(g) Contract nonitoring and eval uation procedures that wll ensure
that children and famlies are receiving tinely and quality services
and that contract terns are being inpl enent ed;

(h) A method or nmethods by which to ensure that the children's
adm nistration has sufficiently trained and experienced staff to
nmoni tor and nmanage performance-based contracts;

(i) A process by which to expand the capacity of supervising and
other private agencies to neet the service needs of children and
famlies in a perfornmance-based contractual arrangenent;

(j) A nmethod or nethods by which supervising and other private
agenci es can expand services in underserved areas of the state;

(k) The appropriate anounts and procedures for the rei nbursenent of
supervi si ng agenci es given the proposed services restructuring;
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(I') A nethod by which to access and enhance existing data systens
to include contract perfornmance information,;

(m A financing arrangenent for the contracts that exam nes:

(1) The use of case rates or performance-based fee-for-service
contracts that include incentive paynents or paynent schedul es that
[ink rei nbursenent to outcones; and

(i) Ways to reduce a contractor's financial risk that could
j eopardi ze the solvency of the contractor, including consideration of

the use of a risk-reward corridor that Ilimts risk of loss and
potential profits or the establishnent of a statew de risk pool
(n) A description of how the transition will inpact the state's

ability to obtain federal funding and exam ne options to further
maxi m ze federal funding opportunities and increased flexibility;

(o) Areview of whether current admnistrative staffing levels in
the regions should be continued when the mgjority of child welfare
services are being provided by supervising agenci es;

(p) A description of the costs of the transition, the initia
start-up costs and the nmechanisns to periodically assess the overal
adequacy of funds and the fiscal inpact of the changes, and the
feasibility of the plan and the inpact of the plan on departnent
enpl oyees during the transition; and

(q) Ildentification of any statutory and regulatory revisions
necessary to acconplish the transition.

(4) The commttee shall also prepare as part of the plan a
recommendation as to how to inplement this act so that ful
i npl ementation of the requirenent that child welfare services for sixty
percent of the children for whom the departnent has |egal custody is
achieved no | ater than July 1, 2014.

(5) The committee shall prepare the plan to nmanage the delivery of
child welfare services in a manner that achi eves coordination of the
services and prograns that deliver primary prevention services.

(6) The commttee shall report quarterly on its progress, beginning
on June 30, 2009, to the governor and the legislative children's
oversight commttee established in RCW44.04.220. The conmttee shal
report on its progress in neeting its duties under subsections (2) and
(3) of this section and on any other nmatters the conmttee or the
| egislative children's oversight conmttee or the governor deens
appropriate. The portion of the plan required in subsection (4) of
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this section shall be due to the legislative children's oversight
committee on or before June 1, 2010. The reports shall be in witten
form

(7) The conmttee, by mgjority vote, may establish advisory
commttees as it deens necessary.

(8) Al state executive branch agencies and the agencies with whom
the departnent contracts for child welfare services shall cooperate
wth the commttee and provide tinmely information as the chair or
cochairs may request. Cooperation by the children's adm nistration
must include developing and scheduling training for supervising
agencies to access data and information necessary to inplenment and
noni tor the contracts.

(9) It is expected that the adm nistrative costs for the commttee
wi |l be supported through private funds.

(10) Staff support for the conmttee shall be provided jointly by
partners for our children and | egislative staff.

(11) The commttee is subject to chapters 42.30 (open public
meetings act) and 42.52 (ethics in public service) RCW

(12) This section expires July 1, 2014.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 9. A new section is added to chapter 74.13 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) Eighteen nonths after the departnent has entered into
per f or mance- based contracts wi th supervising agencies to provide child
wel fare services, the Washington state institute for public policy is
to conduct a review of outcones achieved by the supervising agencies
and conpare those outcones wth the existing services offered by the
state. Anong the outcones to be conpared are the nunber of relative
pl acenents, nunber of placenents with siblings, rereferral for cases
where the children who were placed were reunified and then returned to
out-of -home care during the eighteen-nonth period, tinelines for
achi evenent of permanency in individual cases. This prelimnary report
is due to the governor and the | egislature by June 30, 2012.

(2) No later than July 1, 2013, the Washington state institute for
public policy shall provide the |legislature and the governor with the
final results of the outcones conparison. If the report indicates
i nproved out cones through the use of perfornmance-based contracts with
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supervi si ng agencies, the governor is encouraged to expand statew de
the use of performance-based contracts in the manner contenplated in
this act.

(3) The departnment shall respond to the Washington institute for
public policy's request for data and other information with which to
conplete these reports in a tinely manner

(c) "Crisis residential center" neans an agency which is a
tenporary protective residential facility operated to perform the

(d) "Energency respite center” is an agency that may be commonly
known as a crisis nursery, that provides energency and crisis care for
up to seventy-two hours to children who have been admitted by their
parents or guardians to prevent abuse or negl ect. Energency respite
centers may operate for up to twenty-four hours a day, and for up to
seven days a week. Emergency respite centers may provide care for
children ages birth through seventeen, and for persons ei ghteen through
twenty with devel opnental disabilities who are admtted with a sibling
or siblings through age seventeen. Energency respite centers nay not
substitute for crisis residential centers or HOPE centers, or any other
services defined under this section, and may not substitute for
services which are required under chapter 13.32A or 13.

(e) "Foster-famly home" neans an agency which regularly provides
care on a twenty-four hour basis to one or nore children, expectant
not hers, or persons with devel opnental disabilities in the fam |y abode
of the person or persons under whose direct care and supervision the
child, expectant nother, or person with a developnental disability is
pl aced;
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(f) "Group-care facility" means an agency, other than a foster-
fam ly honme, which is maintained and operated for the care of a group
of children on a twenty-four hour basis;

(g) "HOPE center"™ mnmeans an agency |licensed by the secretary to
provi de tenporary residential placenent and other services to street
youth. A street youth may remain in a HOPE center for thirty days
whi | e services are arranged and permanent placenent is coordinated. No
street youth may stay |onger than thirty days unl ess approved by the
departnent and any additional days approved by the departnent nust be
based on the unavailability of a | ong-term placenent option. A street

£5y)) "Juvenile" nmeans a person under the age of twenty-one who has
been sentenced to a termof confinenment under the supervision of the
depart nent under RCW13. 40. 185.

(5) "Performance-based contracts" or "contracting"” neans_ the
structuring of all aspects of the procurenent of services around the
purpose of the work to be perforned and the desired results with the
contract requirenents set forth in clear, specific, and objective terns
with nmeasurable outcones. Contracts may al so include provisions that
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link the performance of the contractor to the level and timng of the
rei nbursenent.

(6) "Probationary |icense" neans a license i ssued as a disciplinary
measure to an agency that has previously been issued a full |icense but
is out of conpliance with |icensing standards.

(7) "Requirenment" neans any rule, regulation, or standard of care
to be mai ntai ned by an agency.

(8) "Secretary" neans the secretary of social and health services.

The term "practitioner"” includes a duly accredited
Christian Science practitioner((—PROADBEB—HOAEVER—That)). A person

(20) "Sexually aggressive youth" nmeans a child who is defined in
RCW 74.

((+£5)1)) (16) "Social study" neans a witten evaluation of matters
rel evant to the disposition of the case and shall contain the foll ow ng
i nformati on:

(a) A statenent of the specific harmor harns to the child that
intervention is designed to alleviate;

(b) A description of the specific services and activities, for both
the parents and child, that are needed in order to prevent serious harm
to the child; the reasons why such services and activities are likely
to be wuseful; the availability of any proposed services; and the
agency's overall plan for ensuring that the services will be delivered.

I n
cases where parental rights have been terminated, the childis legally
free for adoption, and adoption has been identified as the primry
per manency planning goal, it shall be a goal to conplete the adoption
Wi thin six nonths follow ng entry of the term nation order.

(4) If the court determnes that the continuation of reasonable
efforts to prevent or elimnate the need to renove the child fromhis
or her home or to safely return the child home should not be part of
t he permanency plan of care for the child, reasonable efforts shall be
made to place the child in a tinely manner and to conpl ete whatever
steps are necessary to finalize the permanent placenent of the child.

(5) The identified outcomes and goals of the permanency plan may
change over tine based upon the circunstances of the particul ar case.
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(6) The court shall consider the child' s relationships with the
child s siblings in accordance with RCW13. 34.130(3).

(7) For purposes related to pernmanency pl anni ng:

(a) "Guardianship" neans a dependency guardianship or a |egal
guardi anship pursuant to chapter 11.88 RCW or equivalent |aws of
anot her state or a federally recognized Indian tribe.

(c) "Permanent |egal custody” neans |egal custody pursuant to
chapter 26.10 RCWor equivalent |laws of another state or a federally
recogni zed I ndian tribe.

(e) The departnent, agency, or institution of higher education has
determined that the contract results in savings or efficiency
i nprovenents. The contracting agency nust consider the consequences
and potential mtigation of inproper or failed performance by the
contractor.
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(2) Any provision contrary to or in conflict with this section in
any collective bargaining agreenent in effect on July 1, 2005, is not
ef fective beyond the expiration date of the agreenent.

(3) Contracting for services that is expressly mandated by the
| egi sl ature or was authorized by law prior to July 1, 2005, including
contracts and agreenents between public entities, shall not be subject
to the processes set forth in subsections (1), (4), and (5) of this
section.

(4) Conpetitive contracting shall be inplenented as foll ows:

(a) At least ninety days prior to the date the contracting agency
requests bids from private entities for a contract for services
provi ded by classified enployees, the contracting agency shall notify
the classified enpl oyees whose positions or work woul d be di spl aced by
the contract. The enployees shall have sixty days from the date of
notification to offer alternatives to purchasing services by contract,
and the agency shall consider the alternatives before requesting bids.

Such rules shall include, but not be limted to: (1)
Prohi bitions against participation in the bid evaluation process by
enpl oyees who prepared the business unit's bid or who perform any of
the services to be contracted; (ii) provisions to ensure no bidder
recei ves an advantage over other bidders and that bid requirenents are
applied equitably to all parties; and (iii) procedures that require the
contracting agency to receive conplaints regarding the bidding process
and to consider them before awarding the contract. Appeal of an
agency's actions under this subsection is an adjudicative proceeding
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and subject to the applicable provisions of chapter 34.05 RCW the
adm ni strative procedure act, with the final decision to be rendered by
an adm nistrative | aw judge assigned under chapter 34.12 RCW

(e) An enployee business wunit's bid nust include the fully
al l ocated costs of the service, including the cost of the enployees
salaries and benefits, space, equipnent, materials, and other costs
necessary to perform the function.

(3) Except for cases in subsection (1)(d) of this section, requests
for information under this section shall specifically identify the case
about which information is sought and the facts that support a
determ nation that one of the factors specified in subsection (1) of
this section is present.

(4) For the purposes of this section, "near fatality" neans an act
that, as certified by a physician, places the child in serious or
critical condition. The secretary is under no obligation to have an
act certified by a physician in order to conply with this section.
