15 a valid alcohol server permit.
16 (3) A permit issued by a training entity under this section is
17 valid for employment at any retail licensed premises described in
18 subsection (2)(a) of this section for a period of five years unless
19 suspended by the board.
20 (4) The board may suspend or revoke an existing permit if any of
21 the following occur:
22 (a) The applicant or permittee has been convicted of violating any

 4 (7) Grocery stores licensed under RCW 66.24.360, the primary
 5 commercial activity of which is the sale of grocery products and for
 6 which the sale and service of beer and wine for on-premises consumption
 7 with food is incidental to the primary business, and employees of such
 8 establishments, are exempt from RCW 66.20.300 through 66.20.350, except
 9 for employees whose duties include serving during tasting activities
10 under RCW 66.24.363.

11 Sec. 6.  RCW 66.24.440 and 2011 c 325 s 3 are each amended to read
12 as follows:
13 Each spirits, beer, and wine restaurant, spirits, beer, and wine
14 private club, hotel, spirits, beer, and wine nightclub, sports
15 entertainment facility ((licensee, and)), VIP airport lounge, and
16 senior center licensee shall be entitled to purchase any spirituous
17 liquor items salable under such license from the board at a discount of
18 not less than fifteen percent from the retail price fixed by the board,
19 together with all taxes."

EFFECT:   Creates a senior center license allowing the retail sale
of spirits, beer, and wine for consumption on the senior center
premises.
