AN ACT Relating to enhancing the wuse of Wshington natural
resources in public buildings; and anmending RCW 39.35D. 030 and
39. 35D. 040.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW39.35D.030 and 2005 ¢ 12 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) All major facility projects of public agencies receiving any
funding in a state capital budget, or projects financed through a
financing contract as defined in RCW 39.94.020, nust be designed,
constructed, and certified to at | east the LEED silver standard. This
subsection applies to major facility projects that have not entered the
desi gn phase prior to July 24, 2005, and to the extent appropriate LEED
silver standards exist for that type of building or facility.

(2) AIl major facility projects of any entity other than a public
agency or public school district receiving any funding in a state
capi tal budget nust be designed, constructed, and certified to at |east
the LEED silver standard. This subsection applies to major facility
projects that have not entered the grant application process prior to
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July 24, 2005, and to the extent appropriate LEED silver standards
exi st for that type of building or facility.

(3)(a) Public agencies, under this section, shall nonitor and
docunent ongoing operating savings resulting from mpjor facility
projects designed, constructed, and certified as required under this
section.

(b) Public agencies, under this section, shall report annually to
the departnent on major facility projects and operating savi ngs.

(4) The departnment shall consolidate the reports required in
subsection (3) of this section into one report and report to the
governor and | egislature by Septenber 1st of each even-nunbered year
begi nning in 2006 and ending in 2016. In its report, the departnent
shall also report on the inplementation of this chapter, including
reasons why the LEED standard was not used as required by RCW
39. 35D. 020(5) (b). The departnent shall nake recommendati ons regarding
t he ongoing inplenentation of this chapter, including a discussion of
incentives and disincentives related to inplenenting this chapter.

(5) For the purposes of determ ning conpliance wth the requirenent
for a project to be designed, constructed, and certified to at |east
the LEED silver standard, the departnent nust credit one_additiona
point for a project that uses wood products with a credible third-party
sustainable forest certification or from forests requlated under
chapter 76.09 RCW the Washington forest practices act. For projects
that qualify for this additional point, and for which an additiona
point would have resulted in formal certification under the LEED silver
standard, the project nust be deened to neet the standard under this
section.

Sec. 2. RCW39.35D.040 and 2006 c 263 s 331 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) Al wmjor facility projects of public school districts
receiving any funding in a state capital budget nust be designed and
constructed to at l|east the LEED silver standard or the Washington
sust ai nabl e school design protocol. To the extent appropriate LEED
silver or Washi ngton sust ai nabl e school design protocol standards exi st
for the type of building or facility, this subsection applies to major
facility projects that have not received project approval from the
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superi ntendent of public instruction prior to: (a) July 1, 2006, for
vol unteering school districts; (b) July 1, 2007, for class one school
districts; and (c) July 1, 2008, for class two school districts.

(2) Public school districts under this section shall: (a) Mnitor
and docunent appropriate operating benefits and savings resulting from
maj or facility projects designed and constructed as required under this
section for a mninmumof five years follow ng | ocal board acceptance of
a project receiving state funding; and (b) report annually to the
superintendent of public instruction. The form and content of each
report must be nutually devel oped by the office of the superintendent
of public instructionin consultation with school districts.

(3) The superintendent of public instruction shall consolidate the
reports required in subsection (2) of this section into one report and
report to the governor and |l egislature by Septenber 1st of each even-
nunbered year beginning in 2006 and ending in 2016. Inits report, the
superintendent of public instruction shall also report on the
i npl enmentation of this chapter, including reasons why the LEED standard
or Washington sustainable school design protocol was not used as
required by RCW 39.35D.020(5)(b). The superintendent of public
instruction shall make recommendations regarding the ongoing
i npl enentation of this chapter, including a discussion of incentives
and disincentives related to inplenenting this chapter.

(4) The superintendent of public instruction shall develop and
issue guidelines for admnistering this chapter for public school
districts. The purpose of the guidelines is to define a procedure and
met hod for enploying and verifying conpliance with the LEED silver
standard or the Washi ngton sust ai nabl e school design protocol.

(5) The superintendent of public instruction shall wutilize the
school facilities advisory board as a high-performance buil dings
advisory committee conprised of affected public schools, t he
superintendent of public instruction, the departnent, and others at the
superi ntendent of public instruction's discretion to provide advice on
i npl enenting this chapter. Anong other duties, the advisory committee
shal | make recomendati ons regardi ng an education and training process
and an ongoing evaluation or feedback process to help the
superintendent of public instruction inplenment this chapter.

(6) For projects that conply with this section by neeting the LEED
silver standard, the superintendent of public instruction nust credit
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one additional point for a project that uses wood products with a

credible third-party sustainable forest certification or fromforests

requl ated under chapter 76.09 RCW the Washi ngton forest practices act.

For projects that qualify for this additional point, and for which an

additi onal point would have resulted in formal certification under the

LEED silver standard, the project nust be deened to neet the

requirenents of subsection (1) of this section
