(1) The transportation budget of the state11
is hereby adopted and, subject to the provisions set forth, the12
several amounts specified, or as much thereof as may be necessary to13
accomplish the purposes designated, are hereby appropriated from the14
several accounts and funds named to the designated state agencies and15
offices for employee compensation and other expenses, for capital16
projects, and for other specified purposes, including the payment of17
any final judgments arising out of such activities, for the period18
ending June 30, 2019.19

(1)(a) $200,000 of the multimodal transportation account—state3
appropriation is for a consultant study of marine pilotage in4
Washington state, with a goal of recommending best practices for: An5
analytically-driven pilotage tariff and fee setting process; pilot6
recruitment, training, review, and selection, with a focus on7
increasing pilot diversity; and selection of governance structures8
for the oversight and management of pilotage activities. The study9
must include the following:10

(i)(A) An examination of current practices of the board of11
pilotage related to pilotage tariff and fee setting, pilot candidate12
recruitment and training, and pilot review and selection processes;13

(B) An examination of the current oversight, administrative14
practices, and governance of the board of pilotage commissioners and15
the two pilotage districts;16

(ii) A comparison of current practices identified under this17
subsection (1)(a) to best practices in marine pilotage elsewhere in18
the United States, and a comparison to marine pilotage activities19
outside of the United States, to the extent these marine pilotage20
activities can inform the evaluation process and identify additional21
best practices that could be implemented in Washington state;22

(iii) A comparison of the results of the examination of current23
practices to best practices in the United States in areas other than24
marine pilotage for which similar activities are conducted;25

(iv) An evaluation of the extent to which the best practices26
examined can be implemented and would be effective in Washington27
state; and28

(v) A recommendation for the best practices that should be29
adopted by Washington state for each of the areas examined.30

(b) The joint transportation committee must issue a report of its31
findings and recommendations to the house of representatives and32
senate transportation committees by January 8, 2018.33

(2) $80,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is34
for the joint transportation committee to contract with the center35
for transportation studies at the University of Minnesota to36
independently analyze and assess traffic data for the express toll37
lanes and general purpose lanes of the Interstate 405 tolled38
corridor.39
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(3)(a) $250,000 of the multimodal transportation account—state1
appropriation is for a consultant study of state and local regulation2
of commercial passenger transportation services provided in3
Washington state. Services covered by the study may include, but are4
not limited to, transportation services regulated by the utilities5
and transportation commission, for hire services regulated by6
counties and the department of licensing, taxi services regulated by7
cities, transportation network companies regulated by cities, and8
services regulated by port districts. The study must compare and9
contrast the state and local laws and rules that govern these10
passenger transportation services.11

In conducting the study, the joint transportation committee shall12
consult with the department of licensing, the utilities and13
transportation commission, the Washington state patrol, appropriate14
local entities engaged in the regulation of commercial passenger15
transportation services, and other relevant stakeholders. The joint16
transportation committee shall also obtain input from stakeholder17
groups representing commercial passenger transportation services.18

(b) The joint transportation committee must issue a report of its19
recommendations and findings on passenger transportation services to20
the house of representatives and senate transportation committees by21
January 7, 2019. The report must:22

(i) Review laws and rules governing, among other topics, driver23
qualifications, vehicle and passenger safety, and vehicle insurance;24

(ii) Compare existing laws and rules as applied to each type of25
regulated commercial passenger transportation service;26

(iii) Identify any regulatory differences, redundancies, or27
inconsistencies in regulation;28

(iv) Identify opportunities to improve consistency in regulation;29
and30

(v) Make policy recommendations for greater regulatory31
consistency that do not reduce competition and innovation in the32
existing marketplace.33

(4)(a) $500,000 of the multimodal transportation account—state34
appropriation is for a consultant study of air cargo congestion at35
Washington airports. The study must:36

(i) Evaluate the current and projected future capacity of the air37
cargo system;38

(ii) Identify underutilized capacity; and39
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(iii) Evaluate what would be needed to more effectively use1
existing capacity at airports across the state. As part of this2
evaluation, the study must:3

(A) Evaluate air, land, and surface transportation constraints,4
including intermodal constraints, to accommodate current demand and5
future growth;6

(B) Evaluate impediments to addressing those constraints; and7
(C) Evaluate options to address those constraints.8
(b) The study must also identify the state's interest in reducing9

air cargo congestion and evaluate ways to address this interest on a10
statewide basis.11

(c) The study must provide recommendations regarding:12
(i) Options to reduce air cargo congestion and more efficiently13

use available capacity at Washington airports;14
(ii) Options to address the state's interest in reducing air15

cargo congestion on a statewide basis;16
(iii) Strategies to accomplish the recommendations; and17
(iv) Statutory changes needed to implement the recommendations.18
(d) The department of transportation shall provide technical19

support to the study.20
(e) The joint transportation committee shall issue a report of21

its findings and recommendations to the house of representatives and22
senate transportation committees by December 14, 2018.23

(5) $100,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is24
for the joint transportation committee to conduct an assessment of25
the current roles and responsibilities of the transportation26
commission. The purpose of the assessment is to review the current27
membership, functions, powers, and duties of the transportation28
commission beyond those granted to the transportation commission as29
the tolling authority under RCW 47.56.850, for the adoption of ferry30
fares and pricing policies under RCW 47.60.315, or for work related31
to the road usage charge pilot project as directed by the32
legislature. When conducting the assessment, the joint transportation33
committee must consult with the transportation commission and the34
office of financial management.35

(a) The assessment must consist of a review of the following:36
(i) The primary enabling statutes of the transportation37

commission contained in RCW 47.01.051 through 47.01.075;38
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(ii) The transportation commission's functions relating to1
ferries under chapters 47.60 and 47.64 RCW beyond those granted by2
the legislature for adoption of fares and pricing policies;3

(iii) The existing budget of the transportation commission to4
ensure it is appropriate for the roles and responsibilities it is5
directed to do by the governor and the legislature;6

(iv) The transportation commission's current roles and7
responsibilities relating to transportation planning, transportation8
policy development, and other functions; and9

(v) Other issues related to the transportation commission as10
determined by the joint transportation committee.11

(b) A report of the assessment findings is due to the12
transportation committees of the legislature by December 31, 2017.13

(1) Washington state patrol officers engaged in off-duty27

uniformed employment providing traffic control services to the28
department of transportation or other state agencies may use state29
patrol vehicles for the purpose of that employment, subject to30
guidelines adopted by the chief of the Washington state patrol. The31
Washington state patrol must be reimbursed for the use of the vehicle32
at the prevailing state employee rate for mileage and hours of usage,33
subject to guidelines developed by the chief of the Washington state34
patrol.35

(2) $510,000 of the ignition interlock device revolving account—36
state appropriation is provided solely for the ignition interlock37
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program at the Washington state patrol to provide funding for two1
staff to work and provide support for the program in working with2
manufacturers, service centers, technicians, and participants in the3
program.4

(3) $1,000,000 of the state patrol highway account—state5
appropriation is provided solely for ongoing support, system updates,6
maintenance, and an independent assessment of the P25 digital land7
mobile radio system. Of the amount provided in this subsection,8
$400,000 must be used for the independent assessment of the P259
digital land mobile radio system. The independent assessment must10
identify implementation issues and recommend strategies to address11
these issues. The assessment must be submitted to the governor and12
the transportation committees of the legislature by September 1,13
2018.14

(4) The Washington state patrol and the department of15
transportation shall jointly submit a prioritized list of weigh16
station projects to the office of financial management by October 1,17
2017. Projects submitted must include estimated costs for preliminary18
engineering, rights-of-way, and construction and must also consider19
the timing of any available funding for weigh station projects.20

(5) The department of transportation must consult with the21
Washington state patrol and the office of financial management during22
the design phase of any improvement or preservation project that23
could impact Washington state patrol weigh station operations. During24
the design phase of any such project, the department of25
transportation must estimate the cost of designing around the26
affected weigh station's current operations, as well as the cost of27
moving the affected weigh station.28

(6) $510,000 of the state patrol highway account—state29
appropriation is provided solely for the operation of the license30
investigation unit to enforce vehicle registration laws in31
southwestern Washington. The Washington state patrol, in consultation32
with the department of revenue, shall maintain a running estimate of33
sales and use taxes remitted to the state pursuant to activity34
conducted by the license investigation unit.

The appropriations in this section are subject to the following18
conditions and limitations:19

(1) $20,810,000 of the highway safety account—state appropriation20
and $3,000,000 of the license plate technology account—state21
appropriation are provided solely for business and technology22
modernization. The department and the state chief information officer23
or his or her designee must provide a joint project status report to24
the transportation committees of the legislature on at least a25
calendar quarter basis. The report must include, but is not limited26
to: Detailed information about the planned and actual scope,27
schedule, and budget; status of key vendor and other project28
deliverables; and a description of significant changes to planned29
deliverables or system functions over the life of the project.30
Project staff will periodically brief the committees or the31
committees' staff on system security and data protection measures.32

(2) The department when modernizing its computer systems must33
place personal and company data elements in separate data fields to34
allow the department to select discrete data elements when providing35
information or data to persons or entities outside the department.36
This requirement must be included as part of the systems design in37
the department's business and technology modernization. A person's38
photo, social security number, or medical information must not be39
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made available through public disclosure or data being provided under1
RCW 46.12.630 or 46.12.635.2

(3) $4,471,000 of the highway safety account—state appropriation3
is provided solely for costs necessary to accommodate increased4
demand for enhanced drivers' licenses and enhanced identicards. The5
office of financial management shall place the entire amount provided6
in this subsection in unallotted status. The office of financial7
management may release portions of the funds when it determines that8
average wait times have increased by more than two minutes based on9
wait time and volume data provided by the department compared to10
average wait times and volume during the month of December 2016. The11
department and the office of financial management shall evaluate the12
use of these funds on a monthly basis and periodically report to the13
transportation committees of the legislature on average wait times14
and volume data for enhanced drivers' licenses and enhanced15
identicards.16

(4) The department shall continue to encourage the use of online17
vehicle registration renewal reminders and minimize the number of18
letters mailed by the department. To further this goal, the19
department shall develop a pilot program to replace first-class mail,20
letter-form renewal reminders with postcard renewal reminders. The21
goal of the pilot program is to realize substantial savings on22
printing and postage costs. The pilot program must include customers23
who performed their last renewal online and still receive a paper24
renewal notice. The appropriations in this section reflect savings in25
postage and printing costs of at least $250,000 in the 2017-201926
fiscal biennium.27

(5) $3,082,000 of the highway safety account—state appropriation28
is provided solely for examination and licensing activities,29
including the workload associated with providing driving record30
abstracts, and is subject to the following additional conditions and31
limitations:32

(a) The department may furnish driving record abstracts only to33
those persons or entities expressly authorized to receive the34
abstracts under Title 46 RCW;35

(b) The department may furnish driving record abstracts only for36
an amount that does not exceed the specified fee amounts in RCW37
46.52.130 (2)(e)(v) and (4); and38

(c) The department may not enter into a contract, or otherwise39
participate in any arrangement, with a third party or other state40
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agency for any service that results in an additional cost, in excess1
of the fee amounts specified in RCW 46.52.130 (2)(e)(v) and (4), to2
statutorily authorized persons or entities purchasing a driving3
record abstract.4

(6) $350,000 of the highway safety account—state appropriation is5
provided solely for communication and outreach activities necessary6
to inform the public of federally acceptable identification options7
including, but not limited to, enhanced drivers' licenses and8
enhanced identicards. The department shall develop and implement an9
outreach plan that includes informational material that can be10
effectively communicated to all communities and populations in11
Washington.12

(7) $88,000 of the highway safety account—state appropriation is13
provided solely for the implementation of chapter . . . (Engrossed14

Any savings on the project must stay on25
the Puget Sound gateway corridor.26

(20)(a) In making budget allocations to the Puget Sound gateway27
project, the department shall implement the project's construction as28
a single corridor investment. The department shall develop a29
coordinated corridor construction and implementation plan for state30
route number 167 and state route number 509 in collaboration with31
affected stakeholders. Specific funding allocations must be based on32
where and when specific project segments are ready for construction33
to move forward and investments can be best optimized for timely34
project completion. Emphasis must be placed on avoiding gaps in fund35
expenditures for either project.36

(b) The secretary of transportation must develop a memorandum of37
understanding with local project stakeholders that identifies a38
schedule for stakeholders to provide local matching funds for the39
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Puget Sound gateway project. Criteria for eligibility of local match1
includes matching funds and equivalent in-kind contributions2
including, but not limited to, land donations. The memorandum of3
understanding must be finalized by January 1, 2018. The department4
must submit a copy of the memorandum of understanding to the5
transportation committees of the legislature and report regularly on6
the status of local match funding.7

(21) It is the intent of the legislature that, for the I-5/North8
Lewis County Interchange project (L2000204), the department develop9
and design the project with the objective of significantly improving10
access to the industrially zoned properties in north Lewis11
county. The design must consider the county's process of12
investigating alternatives to improve such access from Interstate 513
that began in March 2015.14

(22) $600,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is15
provided solely for the department to complete an interchange16
justification report (IJR) for the U.S. 2 trestle (L1000158),17
covering the state route number 204 and 20th Street interchanges at18
the end of the westbound structure.19

(a) The department shall develop the IJR in close collaboration20
with affected local jurisdictions, including Snohomish county and the21
cities of Everett, Lake Stevens, Marysville, Snohomish, and Monroe.22

(b) Within the amount provided for the IJR, the department must23
address public outreach and the overall operational approval of the24
IJR.25

(c) The department shall complete the IJR and submit the final26
report to the governor and the transportation committees of the27
legislature by July 1, 2018.28

(23)(a) The legislature recognizes that the city of Mercer Island29
has unique access issues that require the use of Interstate 90 to30
leave the island and that this access may be affected by the I-90/31
Two-Way Transit and HOV Improvements project. One of the most heavily32
traveled on-ramps from Mercer Island to the westbound Interstate 9033
general purpose lanes is from Island Crest Way. The department must34
continue to consult with the city of Mercer Island and the other35
signatories to the 1976 memorandum of agreement to preserve access36
provided to Mercer Island by the Island Crest Way on-ramp, and thus37
grandfather-in the current use of the on-ramp for both high occupancy38
vehicles as well as vehicles seeking to access the general purpose39
lanes of Interstate 90. The department must consider all reasonable40
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access solutions, including allowing all vehicles to use the Island1
Crest Way on-ramp to access the new high occupancy vehicle lane with2
a reasonable and safe distance provided for single-occupancy vehicles3
to merge into the general purpose lanes. A final access solution must4
consider all safety, operational, and enforcement requirements, not5
benefit one group of commuters at the expense of another group, and6
meet applicable requirements of state and federal law.7

(b) The department may not close or restrict, in any way, the8
westbound on-ramp from Island Crest Way to the current westbound9
Interstate 90 general purpose lanes until a mutually acceptable final10
access solution has been reached.11

(24) $2,000,000 of the Interstate 405 express toll lanes12
operations account—state appropriation is provided solely for the13
I-405 NB Hard Shoulder Running – SR 527 to I-5 project (L1000163).14

(25) The legislature finds that there are sixteen companies15
involved in wood preserving in the state that employ four hundred16
workers and have an annual payroll of fifteen million dollars. Before17
the department's switch to steel guardrails, ninety percent of the18
twenty-five hundred mile guardrail system was constructed of19
preserved wood and one hundred ten thousand wood guardrail posts were20
produced annually for state use. Moreover, the policy of using steel21
posts requires the state to use imported steel. Given these findings,22
where practicable, and until June 30, 2019, the department shall23
include the design option to use wood guardrail posts, in addition to24
steel posts, in new guardrail installations. The selection of posts25
must be consistent with the agency design manual policy that existed26
before December 2009.27

have lost significant local or regional contributions that were11
essential to completing the project; and (e) identifies contingency12
amounts allocated to projects.13

Projects within this programmatic level funding37
must be completed on a priority basis and scoped to be completed38
within the current programmatic budget;39
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(e) Highway projects that may be reduced in scope and still1
achieve a functional benefit;2

(f) Highway projects that have experienced scope increases and3
that can be reduced in scope;4

(g) Highway projects that have lost significant local or regional5
contributions that were essential to completing the project; and6

(h) Contingency amounts for all projects consistent with the7
structure of the most recently enacted budget.8

(2) For completed projects, the report must:9
(a) Compare the costs and operationally complete date for10

projects with budgets of twenty million dollars or more that are11
funded with preexisting funds to the original project cost estimates12
and schedule; and13

(b) Provide a list of nickel and TPA projects charging to the14
nickel/TPA environmental mitigation reserve (OBI4ENV) and the amount15
each project is charging.16

(3) For prospective projects, the report must:17
(a) Identify the estimated advertisement date for all projects18

consistent with the structure of the most recently enacted19
transportation budget that are going to advertisement during the20
current fiscal biennium;21

(b) Identify the anticipated operationally complete date for all22
projects consistent with the structure of the most recently enacted23
transportation budget that are going to advertisement during the24
current fiscal biennium; and25

(c) Identify the estimated cost of completion for all projects26
consistent with the structure of the most recently enacted27
transportation budget that are going to advertisement during the28
current fiscal biennium.29

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 314. FEDERAL FUNDS RECEIVED FOR CAPITAL30
PROJECT EXPENDITURES31

To the greatest extent practicable, the department of32
transportation shall expend federal funds received for capital33
project expenditures before state funds.34

manage project spending and efficiently deliver all projects in the4
respective program under the following conditions and limitations:5

(a) Transfers may only be made within each specific fund source6
referenced on the respective project list;7

in the scope of a project;10

(c) Transfers from a project may be made if the funds11

(d) Transfers may not occur for projects not identified on the14
applicable project list;15

(e) Transfers may not be made while the legislature is in16
session;17

(f) Transfers to a project may not be made with funds designated18
as attributable to practical design savings as described in RCW19
47.01.480;20

(g) Each transfer between projects may only occur if the director21
of the office of financial management finds that any resulting change22
will not hinder the completion of the projects as approved by the23
legislature. Until the legislature reconvenes to consider the 201824
supplemental omnibus transportation appropriations act, any25
unexpended 2015-2017 appropriation balance as approved by the office26
of financial management, in consultation with the legislative staff27
of the house of representatives and senate transportation committees,28
may be considered when transferring funds between projects; and29

(i) Transfers between projects may be made by the department of30
transportation without the formal written approval provided under31
this subsection (1), provided that the transfer amount does not32
exceed two hundred fifty thousand dollars or ten percent of the total33
project, whichever is less. These transfers must be reported34
quarterly to the director of the office of financial management and35
the chairs of the house of representatives and senate transportation36
committees.37

(2) The department of transportation must submit quarterly all38
transfers authorized under this section in the transportation39
executive information system. The office of financial management must40
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maintain a legislative baseline project list identified in the LEAP1
transportation documents referenced in this act, and update that2
project list with all authorized transfers under this section.3

(3) At the time the department submits a request to transfer4
funds under this section, a copy of the request must be submitted to5
the transportation committees of the legislature.6

(4) Before approval, the office of financial management shall7
work with legislative staff of the house of representatives and8
senate transportation committees to review the requested transfers in9
a timely manner.10

(5) No fewer than ten days after the receipt of a project11
transfer request, the director of the office of financial management12
must provide written notification to the department of any decision13
regarding project transfers, with copies submitted to the14
transportation committees of the legislature.15

(6) The department must submit annually as part of its budget16
submittal a report detailing all transfers made pursuant to this17
section.18

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 602.  To the extent that any appropriation19
authorizes expenditures of state funds from the motor vehicle20
account, special category C account, Tacoma Narrows toll bridge21
account, transportation 2003 account (nickel account), transportation22
partnership account, transportation improvement account, Puget Sound23
capital construction account, multimodal transportation account,24
state route number 520 corridor account, or other transportation25
capital project account in the state treasury for a state26
transportation program that is specified to be funded with proceeds27
from the sale of bonds authorized in chapter 47.10 RCW, the28
legislature declares that any such expenditures made before the issue29
date of the applicable transportation bonds for that state30
transportation program are intended to be reimbursed from proceeds of31
those transportation bonds in a maximum amount equal to the amount of32
such appropriation.33

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 603.  BELATED CLAIMS34
The agencies and institutions of the state may expend moneys35

appropriated in this act, upon approval of the office of financial36
management, for the payment of supplies and services furnished to the37
agency or institution in prior fiscal biennia.38
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NEW SECTION.  Sec. 604.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION1
(1) As part of its 2018 supplemental budget submittal, the2

department shall provide a report to the legislature and the office3
of financial management that:4

(a) Identifies, by capital project, the amount of state funding5
that has been reappropriated from the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium into6
the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium; and7

(b) Identifies, for each project, the amount of cost savings or8
increases in funding that have been identified as compared to the9
2015 enacted omnibus transportation appropriations act.10

(2) As part of the agency request for capital programs, the11
department shall load reappropriations separately from funds that12
were assumed to be required for the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium into13
budgeting systems.14

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 605.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION—WEB15
SITE REPORTING REQUIREMENTS16

(1) The department of transportation shall post on its web site17
every report that is due from the department to the legislature18
during the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium on one web page. The department19
must post both completed reports and planned reports on a single web20
page.21

(2) The department shall provide a web link for each change order22
that is more than five hundred thousand dollars on the affected23
project web page.24

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 606.  (1) By November 15, 2017, and annually25
thereafter, the department of transportation must report on amounts26
expended to benefit transit, bicycle, or pedestrian elements within27
all connecting Washington projects in programs I, P, and Z identified28
in LEAP Transportation Document 2017-2 ALL PROJECTS as developed29
March 25, 2017. The report must address each modal category30
separately and identify if eighteenth amendment protected funds have31
been used and, if not, the source of funding.32

(2) To facilitate the report in subsection (1) of this section,33
the department of transportation must require that all bids on34
connecting Washington projects include an estimate on the cost to35
implement any transit, bicycle, or pedestrian project elements.36

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 607.  PROJECT SCOPE CHANGES37
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(1) The legislature finds that in the course of efficiently1
delivering connecting Washington projects, it is necessary to create2
a process for the department of transportation to request and receive3
approval of practical design-related project scope changes while the4
legislature is not in session. During the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium,5
the director of the office of financial management may approve6
project scope change requests to connecting Washington projects in7
the highway improvements program, provided that the requests meet the8
criteria outlined in RCW 47.01.480 and are subject to the limitations9
in this section.10

(2) At the time the department of transportation submits a11
request for a project scope change under this section, a copy of the12
request must be submitted to the transportation committees of the13
legislature.14

(3) Before approval, the office of financial management shall15
work with legislative staff of the house of representatives and16
senate transportation committees to review the requested project17
scope changes.18

(4) No fewer than ten days after the receipt of a scope change19
request, the director of the office of financial management must20
provide written notification to the department of any decision21
regarding project scope changes, with copies submitted to the22
transportation committees of the legislature.23

(5) As part of its annual budget submittal, the department of24
transportation must report on all approved scope change requests from25
the prior year, including a comparison of the scope before and after26
the requested change.27

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 608.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION28
The department of transportation may provide up to three million29

dollars in toll credits to Kitsap transit for its role in passenger-30
only ferry service and ferry corridor-related projects. The number of31
toll credits provided must be equal to, but no more than, the number32
sufficient to meet federal match requirements for grant funding for33
passenger-only ferry service, but must not exceed the amount34
authorized in this section.35

MISCELLANEOUS 2017-2019 FISCAL BIENNIUM36

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 701.  INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY PROJECTS37
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(1) All appropriations for designated information technology1
projects in this act must be placed in unallotted status and must not2
be expended before the office of the chief information officer3
certifies that the project complies with state information technology4
and security policy and strategies. At a minimum, the office of the5
chief information officer must certify, if the chief information6
officer deems appropriate, that the project meets critical project7
success factors, aligns with statewide technology strategy and8
architecture, reuses existing technology services and solutions,9
minimizes custom development, complies with security and other policy10
requirements, and uses modularized, component-based architectures.11
The office of the chief information officer must evaluate the project12
at the appropriate stages. The office of the chief information13
officer must notify the office of financial management and the14
legislative fiscal committees each time it certifies a project is15
ready to proceed with the next stage. Appropriations may then be16
allotted for that certified phase only.17

(2) The chief information officer may suspend or terminate a18
project at any time if the chief information officer determines that19
the project is not meeting or not expected to meet anticipated20
performance and technology outcomes. Once suspension or termination21
occurs, the agency shall not make additional expenditures on the22
project without approval of the chief information officer.23

The following projects are subject to the conditions,24
limitations, and review provided in this section: Department of25
Transportation – Labor System Replacement, Department of26
Transportation – Ferry Network System Support, Department of27
Transportation - Land Mobile Radio System Replacement, and Department28
of Transportation - New CSC System and Operator.29

(3) The office of the chief information officer, in consultation30
with the office of financial management, may identify additional31
projects to be subject to this section other than those listed in32
subsection (2) of this section, including projects that are not33
separately identified within an agency budget.34

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 702.  FINANCIAL CONTRACTS35
The following agencies may enter into financial contracts, paid36

from any funds of an agency, appropriated or nonappropriated, for the37
purposes indicated and in not more than the principal amounts38
indicated, plus financing expenses and required reserves pursuant to39
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chapter 39.94 RCW. Expenditures made by an agency for one of the1
indicated purposes before the issue date of the authorized financial2
contract and any certificates of participation therein are intended3
to be reimbursed from proceeds of the financial contract and any4
certificates of participation therein. The department of5
transportation may enter into a financing contract up to $14,600,0006
plus financing expenses and required reserves using certificates of7
participation under chapter 39.94 RCW for energy efficiency upgrades8
at department-owned buildings.9

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 703.  SETTLEMENT FUNDS EXPENDITURE10
(1) The legislature finds that it is appropriate to provide a11

framework for the administration of mitigation funds provided to the12
state as a beneficiary under the terms of the consent decrees entered13
into by the United States, Volkswagen AG, and other participating14
parties that settle emissions-related claims for 2.0 and 3.0 liter15
diesel vehicles of certain models and years. The legislature deems16
the department of ecology the responsible agency for the17
administration and expenditure of funds provided by the trustee under18
the terms of the consent decrees, including the development of a19
mitigation plan to guide the use of the funds, whether or not the20
department receives funds directly for projects included in the plan.21

(2) The mitigation plan and the stewardship of project22
implementation must adhere to the following guidelines:23

(a) Consideration must be given to investments in areas where24
public health is most impacted by nitrogen oxides pollution, and25
especially in areas where disadvantaged communities reside;26

(b) Investments must fund, to the extent possible: (i) Projects27
that have not been funded or implemented by June 30, 2017, to28
mitigate nitrogen oxides pollution; and (ii) projects that do not29
replace projects and activities that were funded on or before June30
30, 2017, for implementation after that date, to address such31
pollution by achieving an identical or substantially similar32
objective;33

(c) Investments in clean vehicles or clean engine replacements34
must be shown to be cost-effective and, for the purposes of35
leveraging funding, may not exceed the incremental cost of the clean36
vehicle or clean engine replacement, relative to the cost of a37
similar conventionally fueled vehicle or conventionally fueled engine38
replacement;39
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(d) Consideration must be given to investments in projects that1
employ a range of fueling technologies and emissions reduction2
technologies; and3

(e) Priority must be given to projects that have the highest4
benefit-cost ratios, in terms of the amount of nitrogen oxides5
emissions reduced per dollar invested.6

(3) Funding must be allocated to eligible projects under the7
terms of the consent decrees in the following manner:8

(a)(i) No more than thirty percent of funding provided for9
commercial vehicle class four through eight transit buses;10

(ii) No more than twenty percent of funding provided for11
commercial vehicle class four through eight school and shuttle buses;12

(iii) No more than twenty percent of funding provided for (A)13
commercial vehicle class eight local freight trucks and port drayage14
trucks and (B) commercial vehicle class four through seven local15
freight trucks;16

(iv) No more than fifteen percent of funding provided for light17
duty, zero emission vehicle supply equipment;18

(v) No more than thirty percent of funding provided for19
nonfederal matching funds for projects eligible under the diesel20
emission reduction act option; and21

(vi) No more than ten percent of funding provided for other22
mitigation actions that are eligible under the consent decrees but23
not otherwise specified under this subsection (3)(a).24

(b) Projects that receive funding under subsection (3)(a)(iii) of25
this section and ocean-going vessels shorepower projects that receive26
funding under subsection (3)(a)(vi) of this section must include27
electric technologies, if practicable.28

 (4)(a)(i) For the purposes of administering subsection29
(3)(a)(i), (iii), (iv), and, as needed, (vi) of this section, the30
department of ecology shall enter into an interagency agreement with31
the department of transportation. The department of transportation is32
responsible for proposing candidate projects under these subsections,33
for working with the department of ecology to determine its benefit-34
cost ratios under subsection (2)(e) of this section, and for35
prioritizing these candidate projects accordingly. The department of36
ecology shall work collaboratively with the department of37
transportation to develop and implement the elements of the38
mitigation plan that address these categories of projects.39
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(ii) In meeting its requirements under (a)(i) of this subsection,1
the department of transportation shall consider plans approved under2
the consent decrees governing zero emission vehicle infrastructure3
development identified in subsection (1) of this section, making4
reasonable efforts to select candidate projects that are5
complementary to those plans. The department of transportation shall6
also consider and utilize, where appropriate and to the extent7
possible, the following existing programs for alternative fuels and8
zero emission vehicles:9

(A) The department of transportation's electric vehicle10
infrastructure bank program;11

(B) The state alternative fuel commercial vehicle tax credit;12
(C) The state sales and use tax exemption for clean vehicles; and13
(D) Public transportation grant programs administered by the14

department of transportation.15
(iii) To guide the department of transportation in meeting its16

responsibilities under (a)(i) of this subsection during the 2017-201917
fiscal biennium, a steering committee is established, consisting of:18
The chairs and ranking minority members of the house of19
representatives and senate transportation committees, or their20
designees; the director of the department of ecology; and the21
secretary of transportation or his or her designee. The steering22
committee must meet as needed to support the department of23
transportation's contribution to the elements of the mitigation plan24
that address the categories of projects referenced in subsection25
(3)(a)(i), (iii), (iv), and (vi) of this section. Staff support must26
be provided by the joint transportation committee and nonpartisan27
committee staff of the house of representatives and senate28
transportation committees. The department of transportation staff29
must provide technical support, as needed.30

(b) For the purposes of administering subsection (3)(a)(ii) of31
this section, including the development of the mitigation plan, the32
department of ecology shall enter into an interagency agreement with33
the office of the superintendent of public instruction. The34
superintendent, in consultation with the director of the department35
of ecology, is authorized to establish a grant program for the36
purposes of providing funding to school districts for school bus-37
related projects. Pursuant to the guidelines in subsection (2)(c) of38
this section, funding may be provided for only the incremental costs39
of projects above the costs of standard school bus or school bus40

engine replacement under current school bus depreciation funding1
requirements. Any grant funding provided under this subsection is2
temporary in nature and is for enhancements outside the basic3
education program.4

(c) The department of ecology shall complete development of the5
mitigation plan according to the timeline required by the trustee.6
The department of ecology must submit the mitigation plan to the7
appropriate committees of the legislature, as well as benefit-cost8
information for projects pursuant to the guideline under subsection9
(2)(e) of this section, on the same day that the plan is submitted to10
the trustee.11

(5) To the extent this section conflicts with the consent12
decrees, the consent decrees supersede it.13

(6) The department of ecology may modify the mitigation plan as14
needed to comply with trustee requirements, including to the extent15
these modifications conflict with this section. In making any16
adjustments, the department of ecology shall consult with the17
department of transportation and the office of the superintendent of18
public instruction and provide notice to the steering committee of19
any significant changes to the plan submitted.20

(7) For the purposes of this section:21
(a) "Project" means an eligible mitigation action under the terms22

of the consent decrees entered into by the United States, Volkswagen23
AG, and other participating parties that settle emissions-related24
claims for 2.0 and 3.0 liter diesel vehicles of certain models and25
years.26

(b) "Trustee" means the entity selected under the terms of the27
consent decrees to administer the disbursement of funds to eligible28
projects for the purposes of mitigating nitrogen oxides emission29
pollution.30

Sec. 704.  RCW 43.19.642 and 2016 c 197 s 2 are each amended to31
read as follows:32

(1) Effective June 1, 2006, for agencies complying with the33
ultra-low sulfur diesel mandate of the United States environmental34
protection agency for on-highway diesel fuel, agencies shall use35
biodiesel as an additive to ultra-low sulfur diesel for lubricity,36
provided that the use of a lubricity additive is warranted and that37
the use of biodiesel is comparable in performance and cost with other38
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available lubricity additives. The amount of biodiesel added to the1
ultra-low sulfur diesel fuel shall be not less than two percent.2

(2) Except as provided in subsection (5) of this section,3
effective June 1, 2009, state agencies are required to use a minimum4
of twenty percent biodiesel as compared to total volume of all diesel5
purchases made by the agencies for the operation of the agencies'6
diesel-powered vessels, vehicles, and construction equipment.7

(3) All state agencies using biodiesel fuel shall, beginning on8
July 1, 2016, file annual reports with the department of enterprise9
services documenting the use of the fuel and a description of how any10
problems encountered were resolved.11

(4) By December 1, 2009, the department of enterprise services12
shall:13

(a) Report to the legislature on the average true price14
differential for biodiesel by blend and location; and15

(b) Examine alternative fuel procurement methods that work to16
address potential market barriers for in-state biodiesel producers17
and report these findings to the legislature.18

(5) During the ((2011-2013, 2013-2015, and)) 2015-2017 and19
2017-2019 fiscal biennia, the Washington state ferries is required to20
use a minimum of five percent biodiesel as compared to total volume21
of all diesel purchases made by the Washington state ferries for the22
operation of the Washington state ferries diesel-powered vessels, as23
long as the price of a B5 biodiesel blend does not exceed the price24
of conventional diesel fuel by five percent or more.25

Sec. 705.  RCW 46.20.745 and 2013 c 306 s 712 are each amended to26
read as follows:27

(1) The ignition interlock device revolving account program is28
created within the department to assist in covering the monetary29
costs of installing, removing, and leasing an ignition interlock30
device, and applicable licensing, for indigent persons who are31
required under RCW 46.20.385, 46.20.720, and 46.61.5055 to install an32
ignition interlock device in all vehicles owned or operated by the33
person. For purposes of this subsection, "indigent" has the same34
meaning as in RCW 10.101.010, as determined by the department. During35
the ((2013-2015)) 2017-2019 fiscal biennium, the ignition interlock36
device revolving account program also includes ignition interlock37
enforcement work conducted by the Washington state patrol.38
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(2) A pilot program is created within the ignition interlock1
device revolving account program for the purpose of monitoring2
compliance by persons required to use ignition interlock devices and3
by ignition interlock companies and vendors.4

(3) The department, the state patrol, and the Washington traffic5
safety commission shall coordinate to establish a compliance pilot6
program that will target at least one county from eastern Washington7
and one county from western Washington, as determined by the8
department, state patrol, and Washington traffic safety commission.9

(4) At a minimum, the compliance pilot program shall:10
(a) Review the number of ignition interlock devices that are11

required to be installed in the targeted county and the number of12
ignition interlock devices actually installed;13

(b) Work to identify those persons who are not complying with14
ignition interlock requirements or are repeatedly violating ignition15
interlock requirements; and16

(c) Identify ways to track compliance and reduce noncompliance.17
(5) As part of monitoring compliance, the Washington traffic18

safety commission shall also track recidivism for violations of RCW19
46.61.502 and 46.61.504 by persons required to have an ignition20
interlock driver's license under RCW 46.20.385 and 46.20.720.21

Sec. 706.  RCW 46.68.030 and 2016 c 28 s 2 are each amended to22
read as follows:23

(1) The director shall forward all fees for vehicle registrations24
under chapters 46.16A and 46.17 RCW, unless otherwise specified by25
law, to the state treasurer with a proper identifying detailed26
report. The state treasurer shall credit these moneys to the motor27
vehicle fund created in RCW 46.68.070.28

(2) Proceeds from vehicle license fees and renewal vehicle29
license fees must be deposited by the state treasurer as follows:30

(a) $23.60 of each initial or renewal vehicle license fee must be31
deposited in the state patrol highway account in the motor vehicle32
fund, hereby created. Vehicle license fees, renewal vehicle license33
fees, and all other funds in the state patrol highway account must be34
for the sole use of the Washington state patrol for highway35
activities of the Washington state patrol, subject to proper36
appropriations and reappropriations.37

Washington account such amounts as reflect the excess fund balance of9
the state patrol highway account.10

(4) During the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium, the legislature may11
direct the state treasurer to make transfers of moneys in the state12
patrol highway account to the connecting Washington account.13

Sec. 707.  RCW 46.68.060 and 2015 3rd sp.s. c 43 s 602 are each14
amended to read as follows:15

There is hereby created in the state treasury a fund to be known16
as the highway safety fund to the credit of which must be deposited17
all moneys directed by law to be deposited therein. This fund must be18
used for carrying out the provisions of law relating to driver19
licensing, driver improvement, financial responsibility, cost of20
furnishing abstracts of driving records and maintaining such case21
records, and to carry out the purposes set forth in RCW 43.59.010,22
and chapters 46.72 and 46.72A RCW. During the 2013-2015 and 2015-201723
fiscal biennia, the legislature may transfer from the highway safety24
fund to the Puget Sound ferry operations account, the motor vehicle25
fund, and the multimodal transportation account such amounts as26
reflect the excess fund balance of the highway safety fund.

Sec. 708.  RCW 46.68.280 and 2015 3rd sp.s. c 43 s 603 are each32
amended to read as follows:33

(1) The transportation 2003 account (nickel account) is hereby34
created in the motor vehicle fund. Money in the account may be spent35
only after appropriation. Expenditures from the account must be used36
only for projects or improvements identified as transportation 200337
projects or improvements in the omnibus transportation budget and to38
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pay the principal and interest on the bonds authorized for1
transportation 2003 projects or improvements. Upon completion of the2
projects or improvements identified as transportation 2003 projects3
or improvements, moneys deposited in this account must only be used4
to pay the principal and interest on the bonds authorized for5
transportation 2003 projects or improvements, and any funds in the6
account in excess of the amount necessary to make the principal and7
interest payments may be used for maintenance on the completed8
projects or improvements.9

(3) During the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium, the legislature may14
direct the state treasurer to make transfers of moneys in the15
transportation 2003 account (nickel account) to the connecting16
Washington account.17

(4) The "nickel account" means the transportation 2003 account.18

Sec. 709.  RCW 46.68.290 and 2015 3rd sp.s. c 43 s 604 are each19
amended to read as follows:20

(1) The transportation partnership account is hereby created in21
the state treasury. All distributions to the account from RCW22
46.68.090 must be deposited into the account. Money in the account23
may be spent only after appropriation. Expenditures from the account24
must be used only for projects or improvements identified as 200525
transportation partnership projects or improvements in the omnibus26
transportation appropriations act, including any principal and27
interest on bonds authorized for the projects or improvements.28

(2) The legislature finds that:29
(a) Citizens demand and deserve accountability of transportation-30

related programs and expenditures. Transportation-related programs31
must continuously improve in quality, efficiency, and effectiveness32
in order to increase public trust;33

(b) Transportation-related agencies that receive tax dollars must34
continuously improve the way they operate and deliver services so35
citizens receive maximum value for their tax dollars; and36

(c) Fair, independent, comprehensive performance audits of37
transportation-related agencies overseen by the elected state auditor38
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are essential to improving the efficiency, economy, and effectiveness1
of the state's transportation system.2

(3) For purposes of chapter 314, Laws of 2005:3
(a) "Performance audit" means an objective and systematic4

assessment of a state agency or agencies or any of their programs,5
functions, or activities by the state auditor or designee in order to6
help improve agency efficiency, effectiveness, and accountability.7
Performance audits include economy and efficiency audits and program8
audits.9

(b) "Transportation-related agency" means any state agency,10
board, or commission that receives funding primarily for11
transportation-related purposes. At a minimum, the department of12
transportation, the transportation improvement board or its successor13
entity, the county road administration board or its successor entity,14
and the traffic safety commission are considered transportation-15
related agencies. The Washington state patrol and the department of16
licensing shall not be considered transportation-related agencies17
under chapter 314, Laws of 2005.18

(4) Within the authorities and duties under chapter 43.09 RCW,19
the state auditor shall establish criteria and protocols for20
performance audits. Transportation-related agencies shall be audited21
using criteria that include generally accepted government auditing22
standards as well as legislative mandates and performance objectives23
established by state agencies. Mandates include, but are not limited24
to, agency strategies, timelines, program objectives, and mission and25
goals as required in RCW 43.88.090.26

(5) Within the authorities and duties under chapter 43.09 RCW,27
the state auditor may conduct performance audits for transportation-28
related agencies. The state auditor shall contract with private firms29
to conduct the performance audits.30

(6) The audits may include:31
(a) Identification of programs and services that can be32

eliminated, reduced, consolidated, or enhanced;33
(b) Identification of funding sources to the transportation-34

(e) Analysis of the roles and functions of the transportation-5
related agency, its programs, and its services and their compliance6
with statutory authority and recommendations for eliminating or7
changing those roles and functions and ensuring compliance with8
statutory authority;9

(f) Recommendations for eliminating or changing statutes, rules,10
and policy directives as may be necessary to ensure that the11
transportation-related agency carry out reasonably and properly those12
functions vested in the agency by statute;13

(g) Verification of the reliability and validity of14
transportation-related agency performance data, self-assessments, and15
performance measurement systems as required under RCW 43.88.090;16

(h) Identification of potential cost savings in the17
transportation-related agency, its programs, and its services;18

(i) Identification and recognition of best practices;19
(j) Evaluation of planning, budgeting, and program evaluation20

policies and practices;21
(k) Evaluation of personnel systems operation and management;22
(l) Evaluation of purchasing operations and management policies23

and practices;24
(m) Evaluation of organizational structure and staffing levels,25

particularly in terms of the ratio of managers and supervisors to26
nonmanagement personnel; and27

(n) Evaluation of transportation-related project costs, including28
but not limited to environmental mitigation, competitive bidding29
practices, permitting processes, and capital project management.30

(7) Within the authorities and duties under chapter 43.09 RCW,31
the state auditor must provide the preliminary performance audit32
reports to the audited state agency for comment.

The final performance audit37
report shall include the objectives, scope, and methodology; the38
audit results, including findings and recommendations; the agency's39
response and conclusions; and identification of best practices.40

(1) The transportation 2003 projects or improvements and the 200511
transportation partnership projects or improvements are listed in the12
LEAP list titled ((2016-1)) 2017-1 as developed March ((7, 2016)) 25,13
2017, which consists of a list of specific projects by fund source14
and amount over a sixteen-year period. Current fiscal biennium15
funding for each project is a line-item appropriation, while the16
outer year funding allocations represent a sixteen-year plan. The17
department is expected to use the flexibility provided in this18
section to assist in the delivery and completion of all19
transportation partnership account and transportation 2003 account20
(nickel account) projects on the LEAP transportation documents21
referenced in this act. However, this section does not apply to the22
I-5/Columbia River Crossing project (400506A). For the 2015-201723
project appropriations, unless otherwise provided in this act, the24
director of financial management may authorize a transfer of25
appropriation authority between projects funded with transportation26
2003 account (nickel account) appropriations, or transportation27
partnership account appropriations, in order to manage project28
spending and efficiently deliver all projects in the respective29
program under the following conditions and limitations:30

(a) Transfers may only be made within each specific fund source31
referenced on the respective project list;32

(b) Transfers from a project may not be made as a result of the33
reduction of the scope of a project or be made to support increases34
in the scope of a project;35

(c) Each transfer between projects may only occur if the director36
of financial management finds that any resulting change will not37
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hinder the completion of the projects as approved by the legislature.1
Until the legislature reconvenes to consider the 2016 supplemental2
omnibus transportation appropriations act, any unexpended 2013-20153
appropriation balance as approved by the office of financial4
management, in consultation with the legislative staff of the house5
of representatives and senate transportation committees, may be6
considered when transferring funds between projects;7

(d) Transfers from a project may be made if the funds8
appropriated to the project are in excess of the amount needed to9
complete the project;10

(e) Transfers may not occur for projects not identified on the11
applicable project list;12

(f) Transfers may not be made while the legislature is in13
session; and14

(g) Transfers between projects may be made, without the approval15
of the director of the office of financial management, by the16
department of transportation until the transfer amount by project17
exceeds two hundred fifty thousand dollars, or ten percent of the18
total project, whichever is less. These transfers must be reported19
quarterly to the director of financial management and the chairs of20
the house of representatives and senate transportation committees.21

(2) At the time the department submits a request to transfer22
funds under this section, a copy of the request must be submitted to23
the transportation committees of the legislature.24

(3) The office of financial management shall work with25
legislative staff of the house of representatives and senate26
transportation committees to review the requested transfers in a27
timely manner.28
