"Sec. 8.  RCW 42.17A.418 and 2020 c 152 s 10 are each amended to 14
read as follows:15

(1) Each candidate or political committee that has accepted ((a 16
contribution)) one or more contributions in an election cycle that in 17
the aggregate exceed the threshold amount in subsection (4) of this 18
section, and each out-of-state committee that has accepted ((a 19
contribution)) one or more contributions in an election cycle 20
reportable under RCW 42.17A.250 that in the aggregate exceed that 21
same threshold, from a partnership, association, corporation, 22
organization, or other combination of persons, must receive a 23
certification from ((each)) the contributor that:24

(a) The ((contribution is)) contributions are not financed in any 25
part by a foreign national; and26

(b) Foreign nationals are not involved in making decisions 27
regarding the contributions in any way.28

(2) The certifications must be maintained for a period of no less 29
than three years after the date of the applicable election.30

Each report required under RCW 42.17A.235 (1) through (4) must be 10
certified as correct by the treasurer and the candidate and shall 11
disclose the following, except an incidental committee only must 12
disclose and certify as correct the information required under 13
subsections (2)(d) and (7) of this section:14

(1) The funds on hand at the beginning of the period;15
(2) The name and address of each person who has made one or more 16

contributions during the period, together with the money value and 17
date of each contribution and the aggregate value of all 18
contributions received from each person during the campaign, or in 19
the case of a continuing political committee, the current calendar 20
year, with the following exceptions:21

(a) Pledges in the aggregate of less than one hundred dollars 22
from any one person need not be reported;23

(b) Income that results from a fund-raising activity conducted in 24
accordance with RCW 42.17A.230 may be reported as one lump sum, with 25
the exception of that portion received from persons whose names and 26
addresses are required to be included in the report required by RCW 27

EFFECT: Provides that candidates and political committees must 
receive a certification that no foreign national was involved in 
campaign contributions only when the donor gives an amount in an 
election cycle that exceeds the sum of the contribution limits to a 
candidate for legislative office for the primary plus for the general 
election, which is currently $2,400 (after an April 1, 2023, increase 
from $2,000).

Requires candidates and political committees to certify in their 
reports to the Public Disclosure Commission that they have received a 
certification that no foreign national was involved only for 
contributions exceeding that threshold.
