Background: The Manufactured/Mobile Home Landlord Tenant Act (MHLTA) governs
the relationship and agreements between the owner of a manufactured/mobile home
community (landlord) and the owner of the manufactured/mobile home (tenant). These
regulations include provisions regarding the rights and duties of both landlords and tenants
and establishes the procedures for enforcement and remedies for violations. The MHLTA
includes a dispute resolution program run by the Attorney General's Office.

Notice of a Rent Increase. Three months written notice is required from alandlord seeking
to raise the rent at the end of arental agreement term. Rental agreements may not contain
provisions allowing the landlord to alter the due date for rent payments or increase the rent
during the term of the rental agreement if the term isless than two years, or more frequently
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constitute a statement of legidative intent.
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than annually if the initial term is for two years or more. An exception is provided for
certain escalation clause provisions.

Summary of Bill: A landlord of a manufactured/mobile home community may increase
rent only once in any 12 month period.
