Brief Summary of Bill

* Makes it unlawful for any employer to use a replica of an employee's
voice or likeness without the employee's explicit consent for a specific
use or to utilize artificial intelligence or generative artificial intelligence
to evaluate or make employment decisions regarding current employees
without written disclosure at the time of the employee's initial hire, or
within 30 calendar days of the employer starting to use such technology.

Background: Artificial Intelligence. Artificial intelligence (Al) is defined and understood
in different ways. The National Artificial Intelligence Initiative Act of 2020 (Act) defines
Al as a machine-based system that can, for a given set of human-defined objectives, make
predictions, recommendations or decisions influencing real or virtual environments. The
Act further describes Al systems as systems using machine and human-based inputs to: (1)
perceive real and virtual environments; (2) abstract such perceptions into models through
analysis in an automated manner; and (3) use model inference to formulate options for

The Act established the National Artificial Intelligence Initiative, implemented by the
United States President and tasked with ensuring continued United States leadership in Al
research and development, leading the world in development and use of trustworthy Al
systems in the public and private sectors, preparing the United States workforce for
integration of Al systems across all sectors, and coordinating ongoing Al research and
devel opment among government agencies.

By executive order, the White House adopted the Act's definition of Al, and defined related
concepts including generative Al, as the class of Al models that emulate the structure and
characteristics of input data in order to generate derived synthetic content, which may
include images, videos, audio, text, and other digital content.

The Executive order states that Al adoption may be disruptive to the workforce and directs
federal agencies to research and develop potential mitigations against such disruptions. The
Order states that in the workplace itself, Al should not be deployed in ways that undermine
rights, worsen job quality, encourage undue worker surveillance, lessen market competition,
introduce new health and safety risks, or cause harmful |abor-force disruptions.

Generative Artificial Intelligence. Generative Al refers to technology that can mimic human
ability to learn and create based on the underlying training data and guided by a user or
prompt. Generative Al tools are therefore capable of performing complex decision-making
or creative tasks typically performed by humans or with human oversight. Several forms of
generative Al technology are currently widely accessible to consumers and can perform a
wide range of functions.

State law does not define Al or expressly regulate its use.

Summary of Bill: It isunlawful for any employer to use a replica of an employee's voice
or likeness without the explicit consent of the employee for a specific use. The consent must
be at the time of use, not the employee's initial hire, and the employer must provide a
reasonably specific description of the intended use.

It is aso unlawful for any employer to utilize Al or generative Al to evaluate or otherwise
make employment decisions regarding current employees without written disclosure of the
employer's use of such technology at the time of the employee's initial hire, or within 30
calendar days of the employer starting to use such technology for such purpose. The written
disclosure must be understandable, in plain language, and in the employee's preferred
language.

Al means technologies that enable machines, particularly computer software, to simulate

human intelligence. Generative Al means technology that can mimic human ability to learn
patterns from substantial amounts of data and create content based on the underlying
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training data, guided by a user or prompt.
