WAC 246-254-170 Failure by applicant or licensee to pay prescri-
bed fees. 1In any case where the department finds that an applicant, a
permittee, a registrant, or a licensee failed to pay a prescribed fee
or actual costs incurred during a calendar quarter, the department:
(1) Shall not process any application and (2) may suspend or revoke
any license, permit, registration, or approval involved; or (3) may
issue an order with respect to licensed, permitted, or registered ac-
tivities as the department determines appropriate or necessary in or-
der to carry out the provisions of this chapter.
