
WAC 246-341-0710  Outpatient services—Rehabilitative case man-
agement mental health services.  Rehabilitative case management mental 
health services are services that meet the ongoing assessment, facili-
tation, care coordination and advocacy for options and services to 
meet an individual's needs through communication and available resour-
ces, to promote quality and effective outcomes during and following a 
hospitalization.

(1) Rehabilitative case management services support individual 
employment, education, and participation in other daily activities ap-
propriate to the individual's age, gender, and culture, and assist in-
dividuals in resolving crises in the least restrictive setting.

(2) Rehabilitative case management services include specific re-
habilitative services provided to:

(a) Assist in an individual's discharge from an inpatient facili-
ty; and

(b) Minimize the risk of readmission to an inpatient setting.
(3) An agency certified to provide rehabilitative case management 

services must meet the behavioral health agency licensure, certifica-
tion, administration, personnel, and clinical requirements in WAC 
246-341-0300 through 246-341-0650.
