
WAC 246-760-001  Purpose and application of auditory and visual 
screening standards for school districts.  Each board of school direc-
tors in the state shall provide for and require screening of the audi-
tory and visual acuity of children attending schools in their dis-
tricts to determine if any child demonstrates auditory or visual prob-
lems that may negatively impact their learning. Each board of school 
directors shall establish procedures to implement these rules.
