WAC 246-805-410 Continuing competency requirements for a CBT. A
CBT must attest to completing the continuing competency requirements
in this section as a condition of renewing the certification. The re-
quirements in this section are effective for a certification renewed
on or after July 1, 2018.

(1) A CBT must complete continuing education or demonstrate con-
tinuing competency by either:

(a) Maintaining certification from the BACB or another national
certification board approved by the secretary; or

(b) Within three months prior to renewal obtaining an assessment
by an LBA or LABA or otherwise qualified supervisor on performance or
demonstration of the following applied behavior analysis tasks:

(1) Measurement;
ii) Assessment;
iii) Skill acquisition;
iv) Behavior reduction;
v) Documentation and reporting; and

vi) Professional conduct and scope of practice.

2) A CBT shall keep and provide documentation upon request.

3) A CBT shall comply with the requirements of chapter 246-12
WAC, art 7.
