WAC 246-808-060 Early remediation program—Definitions. The
definitions 1in this section apply to WAC 246-808-050 through
246-808-070, unless the context clearly requires otherwise.

(1) "Complaint" means a documented report of a possible violation
of the Uniform Disciplinary Act, for which the commission shall assess
and may subsequently authorize an investigation.

(2) "Licensee" means a chiropractor or chiropractic X-ray techni-
cian who holds an active license under chapter 18.25 RCW.
(3) "Remediation plan" means a documented agreement between the

licensee named in the complaint(s) and the commission listing remedial
steps to be taken by the licensee to resolve the identified practice
deficiencies. Remediation plans may 1include education, training,
and monitoring of the licensee.
