WAC 314-52-010 Mandatory statements. (1) Brand advertising of
spirituous liquor by any manufacturer shall contain the following in-
formation:

(a) The name and address of the manufacturer responsible for its
publication. (Street may be omitted.)

(b) A conspicuous statement of the class to which the product be-
longs and the type corresponding with the statement of class and type
which is required by federal regulations to appear on the label of the
product.

(c) A statement of the alcoholic content for distilled spirits
shall be stated in percent alcohol by volume.

(d) In the case of distilled spirits produced by blending or rec-
tification, if neutral spirits have been used in the production there-
of, there shall be stated the percentage of neutral spirits so used
and the name of the commodity from which such neutral spirits have
been distilled.

(e) In the case of neutral spirits or of gin produced by a proc-
ess of continuous distillation, there shall be stated the name of the
commodity from which such neutral spirits or gin has been distilled.

(2) Brand advertising of wine by any manufacturer or distributor
shall contain the following information:

(a) The name and address of the manufacturer or distributor re-
sponsible for its publication. (Street may be omitted.)

(b) A conspicuous statement of the class, type or distinctive
designation to which the product belongs, corresponding with the
statement of class, type, or distinctive designation which is required
by federal regulation to appear on the label of the product.

(3) Brand advertising of malt beverages by any manufacturer, im-
porter, or distributor shall contain the following information:

(a) The name and address of the manufacturer, importer or dis-
tributor responsible for publication of the advertisement. (Street may
be omitted.)

(b) A conspicuous statement of the class to which the product be-
longs, corresponding to the statement of class which is required by
federal regulations to appear on the label of the product.
