WAC 16-08-131 Adjudicative proceedings—Petition for review and
replies. (1) Any party to an adjudicative proceeding may file a peti-
tion for review of an initial order.

(2) The petition for review shall be filed with the director
within twenty days of the date of service of the initial order unless
a different place and time limit for filing the petition are specified
in the initial order in its statement describing available procedures
for administrative relief. Copies of the petition shall be served upon
all other parties or their representatives at the time the petition is
filed and evidence of such service shall be filed with the petition
for review.

(3) The petition for review shall specify the portions of the in-
itial order to which exception 1is taken and shall refer to the evi-
dence of record relied upon to support the petition.

(4) Any party may file a reply to a petition for review. The re-
ply shall be filed with the office where the petition for review was
filed within twenty days of the date of service of the petition and
copies of the reply shall be served upon all other parties or their
representatives at the time the reply is filed, and may cross-petition
for review. If the reply contains a cross-petition, it shall specify
portions of the initial order to which exception is taken by the re-
plying party, and shall refer to the evidence of record relied upon to
support the reply.

(5) Any party may reply to a cross-petition by filing and serving
it as set forth in subsection (4) of this section.
