WAC 16-08-142 Brief adjudicative proceedings—Filing. (1) A re-
quest for hearing (application for brief adjudicative proceeding) must
be in writing and filed with the department during regular office
hours at the address designated in the notice or instructions provided
by the department. A party may request a brief adjudicative proceeding
by completing the application form provided by the department, along
with a written explanation of the party's view of the matter.

(2) A request for hearing is filed in a timely manner when the
mailing is postmarked or received by the department within twenty-five
days of service of the proposed department action giving rise to the
request for hearing.

(3) A request for hearing may be filed with the department by
personal delivery, commercial delivery, fax, or first-class, regis-
tered, or certified mail. A request for hearing may be filed by elec-
tronic mail (email) only when instructions for email filings have been
provided by the department.

(4) If the request for hearing is not timely filed with the de-
partment, the applicant waives his or her right to a hearing.
