
WAC 106-140-133  Responsibility for expenses resulting from fail-
ure to return keys.  (1) The administrative head authorizing issuance 
of keys to contractors, vendors, or service agents will be responsible 
for the return of the keys to the lock shop as scheduled, and if the 
keys are not returned as scheduled, will be required to pay the cost 
of recombinating work necessary to retain building security and func-
tion as determined by the director of facilities management.

(2) The department responsible for the issuance of keys may be 
billed the cost of recombinating work necessary to restore security 
when faculty, staff, administrators, or students fail to return keys 
to the key shop. The work required to restore security will be deter-
mined by the director of facilities management for state-funded fa-
cilities and by the director of auxiliary services for auxiliary serv-
ice facilities. The responsible department chair or administrative 
head will be informed of the cost estimate prior to the rekeying proc-
ess.
