(2) "Disinfect" or "disinfecting" means to eliminate virtually
all germs on a surface by the process of cleaning and rinsing, fol-
lowed by:

(a) A chlorine bleach and water solution of one tablespoon of
chlorine bleach to one quart of cool water, allowed to stand wet for
at least two minutes; or

(b) Other disinfectant product if used strictly according to the
manufacturer's label instructions including, but not limited to, quan-
tity used, time the product must be left in place, adequate time to
allow the product to dry or rinsing if applicable, and appropriateness
for use on the surface to be disinfected. Any disinfectant used on
food contact surfaces or toys must be labeled safe for food contact
surfaces.

(3) "Sanitize" means to reduce the number of microorganisms on a
surface by the process of:

(a) Cleaning and rinsing, followed by using:

(i) A chlorine bleach and water solution of three-quarters tea-
spoon of chlorine bleach to one quart of cool water, allowed to stand
wet for at least two minutes; or

(ii) Another sanitizer product if used strictly according to man-
ufacturer's label instructions including, but not limited to, quantity
used, time the product must be left in place, and adequate time to al-
low the product to dry, and appropriateness for use on the surface to
be sanitized. If used on food contact surfaces or toys, a sanitizer
product must be labeled as safe for food contact surfaces; or

(b) For laundry and dishwasher use only, "sanitize" means use of
a bleach and water solution or temperature control.
