
WAC 110-305-4550  Windows.  For any program that does not operate 
on public or private school premises:

(1) When a protective guard is used on any window it must not 
block outdoor light from entering the child care or prevent air flow 
into the child care; and

(2) Where a window is used as an emergency exit window, the win-
dow and guards, if provided, must be equipped to enable staff to re-
lease the guard and open the window fully when emergency exit is re-
quired.
